At the turn of the Middle Ages and the Early Modern period the states of Eastern, Central and
Western Europe, despite all the differences of their historical development, political, institutional
and cultural traditions, were in very similar conditions. The rapid changes of foreign-policy situation,

“the military revolution”, confessional conflicts, and the arrival of the world-system of the Modern
period—all these factors led to radical changes in the sphere of interaction of central authority
and traditional local institutions. Simultaneous study of different regions of Europe which were
in constant contact provides new research opportunities for scholars, especially comparative ones.
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
