Annotation: How do people raised in different social classes achieve some forms of equality despite having
different amounts of cultural capital, and how does culture facilitate upward and downward mobility?
Despite decades of research on culture and class, we only know how culture relates to inequality and class
reproduction, neglecting how culture relates to equality and mobility. I’1l review sociologists’ reasons for
our imbalanced approach and argue that none of them should hold. I’ll then present three ideas about
culture’s role in producing equality and mobility. First, aspects of fields block cultural conversions,
preventing those with more cultural capital from getting ahead. Second, some people raised at the top of the
class structure receive few resources from their parents, and then make a virtue of necessity of their
resource weaknesses. Seeing their resource weaknesses as a good thing, they do not try to gain more
resources, and do not acquire the resources needed to stay in their class. Third, some raised at the bottom of
the class structure grow up in conditions that allow them to distance themselves from necessity, and some
do so in ways that facilitate their upward mobility. Finally, I’ll argue that these cultural processes are rooted

in structural conditions, so that changing cultures requires changing structures.
