Digital Transformation in BRICS+ Countries:
Alliances and Cross-State Coordinative Structures
(Review of the Foreign States Experience)

Abstract

Introduction. The current state of coordination and interaction structures between the BRICS+
members involved in digital transformation processes are analyzed. The interim results of an
empirical collective study are presented, which examined the implemented programs for the
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digitalization of public administration and the introduction of artificial intelligence (Al) technologies
in government activities, also those focused on the development and coordination of cross-state
cooperation in digital transformation processes on the Latin American, African and Asian continents,
as well as in the Middle East region. The integration potential of the existing "platform-states” is
considered, as well as alliances and common initiatives implemented within the framework of the
BRICS cross-continental formation. The chronological data collection frame covers the period from
May 2024 to January 2025. The purpose of the study is to determine how the processes of digital
transformation are institutionalized, as well as to identify the current situation in alliances that might
influence their coordination efforts.

Methods and materials. The study is based on the systematization of primary data collected by
a continuous review (screening) of Internet portals and government platforms that are publicly
available, providing reporting and analytical information on the use of Al technologies and other
official documentation on digitalization in public administration for each BRICS+ member country,
positioned within its geographical macroregion. The collected data includes international and state
programs, legislative acts available and based on the results of the web content analysis, which
characterize the network coordination structures that have emerged to carry out international
interactions in this association.

Results. The results of The study shows that the processes of digital transformation and the
inclusion of Al technologies in public administration and governments activities occur unevenly in
the macro-regions of the world, the levels of technological development, socio-economic and cultural
differences affect the prospects for a more symmetrical transition to the formation of a new global
system, but the efforts of countries to build alliances for possible coordination and integration at
different levels at all, and, in particular, at the cross-state level within the framework of coordination
structures for BRICS+ member states. They demonstrate their commitment to support the
implementation of digital governance and the development of Al, and their willingness to work
together in order to smooth out existing gaps. The available digital infrastructures and leadership
potentials are considered, areas of prospects for multi-lateral and bilateral cooperation both within the
framework of regional alliances and transcontinental cooperation in the BRICS+ format are outlined.

Discussion and Conclusions. The processes of digital transformation and inclusion of Al
products in states, platforms and Internet sites for functional political governance demonstrate a high
potential for institutionalizing interstate relations on the implementation of joint initiatives, common
programs and projects that coordinate the processes of digital transformation in public administration
and increase digital involvement of citizens in political life. There are supranational structures
coordinating these areas in every macroregion where the BRICS+ members are present, which play a
significant role in organizing network interactions for the development of both digital infrastructure
and cybersecurity, training and improving digital literacy of the population.

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Global Experience in Improving Food Security through the Integration
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Abstract

Introduction. Control of food supply chains in both domestic and international logistics is one of
the most important tools for improving food security. The purpose of the study is to analyze the world
experience of creating traceability systems for food supply chains in the context of food security and to
assess the prospects for the development of systems in the context of digital technologies.

Materials and methods. Publications of scientific journals, materials of regulatory literature in
the field of quality control and safety of food products and raw materials for their production were
used. The methods of comparative analysis, content analysis, case study were used.

Results. A comparative analysis of the development of the legal framework for the
introduction of blockchain technologies in the field of monitoring food chains was carried out. The
following trends were identified: inclusion of automation issues, the use of blockchain and the
Internet of Things in quality management standards, mandatory compliance with standard
requirements. The experience of practical implementation of projects for creating blockchain-based
systems in certain sectors of food production was studied (supplies of fresh products to Walmart,
supplies of fruits and vegetables in the European Union, supply chains of coffee and cocoa, tea, etc.)
The article assesses the implementation of the traceability concept in Russia: Russian control systems
are created in accordance with the requirements of international and national standards for quality
management and food safety, and cover individual product categories. Traceability in internal
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logistics and in deliveries between the EAEU countries is implemented through the use of labeling,
electronic documentation, electronic seals, and GPS.

Discussion. Key innovations in national regulatory documents can be considered the basis for
implementing the traceability concept, since participation in supply chains now requires companies
not only to comply with product safety and quality standards and disclose relevant information, but
also to be obliged to integrate into supply chains by implementing technologies.

Conclusion. The implementation of blockchain-based systems is represented by pilot projects
within individual categories of food products, but one can expect the spread of blockchain practice,
as the IT solutions market in this area is growing. The implementation of the idea of international
cooperation to create systems at the global level with a wide range of participants faces political,
economic, and technological problems. However, in the future, we can expect further expansion of
the use of blockchain and the Internet of Things and the transition to the level of international supply
chains with a wider geography.

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Abstract

Introduction. This study answers the research question: How do national artificial intelligence
portals (Al portals) function as digital diplomacy tools and what factors determine their
effectiveness? Authors examine Al portals through the lens of the concept of cyberpower — the
ability of a state to use digital technologies to strengthen its position in global politics. The aim of the
study is to evaluate the effectiveness of national Al Internet portals by developing a methodology
that employs specialized digital tools for data analysis. To achieve this, the following objectives were
set: to determine the role of Al portals in international politics as a driver of cyber power; to develop
a methodology for assessing their effectiveness based on the application of specialized software; to
examine government websites providing Al-related information, evaluate their performance, and
analyze their implementation features.

Materials and methods. By analyzing Al portals in 16 countries, the authors identify best
practices and development challenges, provide recommendations on how to optimize them to
strengthen states’ positions in the Al sphere. The analysis was conducted based on eight key criteria:
multilingual support, loading speed, traffic data, traffic volume, engagement level, external links,
presence of social networks, and SEO effectiveness.
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Results. The study found significant differences in cyberpower promotion strategies. Countries
such as Kazakhstan, India, South Korea and Saudi Arabia demonstrated a high level of technological
sophistication and focus on an international audience. The most successful solutions combine high
interactivity, rich content and practical focus, which facilitates effective communication between
authorities, citizens and experts.

Discussion. The results obtained allowed us to identify leading countries in the field of digital
presentation of Al policies, identify key features of their technological solutions, and document
effective practices that help strengthen their positions in the international arena.

Conclusion. The study contributes to the exploration of digital platforms as hybrid instruments
of technological and political influence, highlighting the importance of a strategic approach to the
design and development of national Al portals.

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Digitalization of PRC’s Judicial System:
Between Regionalization and Centralization
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Abstract

Introduction. The digitalization of China's judicial system exemplifies a large-scale
administrative reform that combines centralized goal-setting with active encouragement of regional
initiatives. The topic's relevance stems both from the strategic importance of digital technologies for
modernizing the judicial system and from China's practical contribution to global best practices in
implementing intelligent digital solutions in judicial processes. This aims of research to outline a new
perspective in the study of digital justice through the lens of governmental practices characteristic of
China in the 2010s and 2020s. The chosen perspective will enrich the understanding of the processes
of building a unified digital environment in the context of societies with strong regional specificity.

Methods and Materials. This article draws on a broad range of sources and contemporary
sinological literature dedicated to both judicial digitalization and the conceptualization of managerial
practices characteristic of modern Chinese society. The comparative-historical method was employed
in the analysis of the material, allowing for the tracing of stages of judicial reform in chronological
perspective. Relying on a systems approach, judicial digitalization is considered in relation to
political processes governed by the logic of the relationship between central and regional authorities.

Results. The study found that supporting local judicial digitalization projects has played an
important role in stimulating technological innovation in China, 2020th. However, the practice of
local experiments has generated a number of technological and managerial challenges when
attempting to build a unified, end-to-end digital architecture nationwide. The effectiveness of such a
reform model for creating a unified digital legal infrastructure across the entire state may be a subject
for debate.

Conclusion. Judicial digitalization in China is characterized by a mosaic nature. This
fragmented application of technological solutions is largely due to deeply rooted practices of state
governance. In this regard, the experience of digitalization of the judicial system in the PRC may be
useful in the development of national strategies for the digitalization of justice.

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Abstract

Introduction. The study aims to identify the significance of cooperation between Russia and
China within the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) for ensuring security in the Central
Asian region. It emphasizes that over the 25 years of its existence, the organization has accumulated
significant positive experience in ensuring security, but has also encountered a number of problems
that need to be resolved without delay. The aim of the study is to identify problem areas in the field
of security in the Central Asian region based on the systematization of available data (regulatory,
scientific, factual) on cooperation between Russia and China within the framework of the SCO.

Materials and methods. The research material consists of official documents adopted by the
Russian Federation, the People's Republic of China, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, and the
Collective Security Treaty Organization, aimed at ensuring security in the region, combating
terrorism, separatism, and extremism, as well as drug trafficking, which is the main source of funding
for terrorist organizations. Factual data (information on joint exercises and specific operations to
prevent terrorist activities) and research articles on the stated issues were also used in the study. In
addition to general scientific methods of analysis, synthesis and generalization of normative, factual
and scientific data, which are facilitated by the systematic approach taken, the work also employed
historical and chronological analysis, as well as problem-based and prognostic methods.

Results. Scientific research, regulatory and factual material on cooperation between Russia and
Kyrgyzstan within the framework of the SCO to ensure security in Central Asian countries has been
systematised; challenges and threats contributing to the destabilization of the Central Asian region
(terrorism, extremism, drug trafficking) have been identified; the characteristics of this region that
have influenced the spread of terrorism, religious extremism and drug trafficking in Central Asia
have been identified; an analysis of the foreign policy of Russia and China in Central Asia has been
carried out; the reasons for Russia and China's interest in the region have been identified and the
possible prospects for the development of the SCO in ensuring security in Central Asian countries
have been noted; a number of proposals have been made to address the identified problems in order
to improve security in the region.

Discussion. It is emphasized that active cooperation between Russia and China within the
SCO is driven by a number of strategic reasons that reflect the common interests of both countries. It
is noted that the fight against the ‘three forces of evil’ (terrorism, separatism, extremism) is the
primary goal of the SCO, which is enshrined not only in its founding documents but is also
constantly reaffirmed and developed in a wide range of the organization’s legal and political
documents. The achievements of the SCO and the measures taken to ensure security in Central Asian
countries are traced. The advantages of the SCO over the Collective Security Treaty Organization
(CSTO) are noted in terms of the influence of the major players, primarily the Russian Federation
and the People's Republic of China, on maintaining political stability in a region that is vulnerable to
the spread of the ‘three forces of evil’. The main challenges faced by Russia and China in ensuring
security in the Central Asian region are identified (asymmetry in the development of SCO member
states, the ‘multi-vector’ policy of Central Asian states and the continuing rivalry between them, the
competition that has developed in recent years between Russia and China in terms of influence over
Central Asian countries, and the ‘insufficient flexibility of the SCO’ in making operational
decisions), and possible solutions to these problems are proposed.

Conclusion. It has been noted that cooperation between Russia and China is a key factor in
maintaining security in Central Asian countries, and that the vectors of cooperation and rivalry
between the two powers may not only influence their development paths, but also change the
situation in the region and the world, since the strengthening of Russia and China's influence in the
region will exclude other players whose interest in Central Asia is growing rapidly.

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Abstract

Introduction. China and the European Union (EU) have established a robust foundation for
international cooperation within the framework of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), evolving from
initial infrastructure-centered projects toward advanced technological innovation. Among these
emerging technologies, artificial intelligence (Al) has emerged as a critical frontier technology,
commanding the strategic interest of both parties due to its transformative impact on socioeconomic
development, global competitiveness and innovation potential. Recognizing complementary
strengths, China and the EU aim to further Al cooperation. However, extant Al collaboration is
encumbered by several challenges, which should be addressed by corresponding strategies.

Materials and Methods. Consequently, this study adopts two key methods for discussing the
issue — critical literature review and case study approach, integrating a literature review of 21
relevant articles (2005-2025) and case analyses of the EU Al Act and EU perceptions of China’s Al
rise. Materials covers three dimensions: the BRI and China-EU relations, Al cooperation agreements
by China and the EU, and Al industry-university-research (IUR) programs.

Results. Key research findings include: Progress in bilateral policy alignment and IUR
projects, existing challenges considering EU internal policy divide, market access barriers, partial
technological developmental level, and different innovation priorities, and strategic caution in China-
EU tech cooperation marked by the EU’s FDI screening framework, including Russian field, and
labeling China as a “systemic competitor.”

Discussion and Conclusion. To conclude, China and the EU should both enhance policy
coordination mechanisms, differentiate development strategies, make reciprocal improvements in
market access, and intensify joint technological innovation and industry collaboration. These
recommendations offer a strategic roadmap to unlock the full potential of China-EU Al cooperation.
The thorough analysis of China-EU collaboration in the domain of Al is bound to encompass the
China-Russia cases and can meantime serve as a valuable example for the avoidance of risk, the
undertaking of joint research endeavors and the enhancement of competitiveness in future Al
collaborations between China and Russia.

Introduction

The Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) has generated significant momentum for exchange
and cooperation across countries along its routes in economic, cultural, technological, and
other domains. As two of the world’s major economic powers, China and the European
Union (EU) have continuously sought to strengthen their collaboration under the BRI
framework. The BRI, inspired by the spirit of the ancient Silk Road, not only enhances
connectivity through infrastructure and trade but also opens new avenues for cutting-edge
technological cooperation [1]. In recent years, this initiative has expanded beyond traditional
infrastructure projects to include digital and innovation-driven endeavors, creating
opportunities for collaborative work in emerging technologies.

Among these emerging technologies, Artificial Intelligence (Al) has become a
particularly promising area for China-EU collaboration. Each side brings complementary
strengths: China possesses vast data resources, a dynamic market, and rapid application-
driven innovation capabilities, whereas the EU leads in Al-related ethical frameworks,
regulatory design, fundamental research, and certain high-end industrial applications [2]. As
Al technology advances rapidly and global competition intensifies, both China and the EU
recognize the importance of leveraging their complementarities and strengthening mutual Al
cooperation. The BRI provides a solid political foundation and broad platform for this
cooperation, as evidenced by active bilateral communication and alignment efforts (“policy
coordination, facilities connectivity, unimpeded trade, financial integration, and people-to-
people bonds™) [3]. BRI-driven growth in trade and investment has already begun to benefit
the China-EU Al industry by expanding market space for joint Al projects [4]. Moving
forward, there is clear potential for collaboration in areas such as semiconductor chip
development, Al applications expansion, and joint technological research.

As one of the major powers in Europe, Russia has been keeping up with the trend of
times, actively fostering the partnership and maintaining friendly exchanges with China in
various aspects. With positive responses to policy calls and strategic alignment, a series of
cooperation consensus between the two countries have been put into practice, with
remarkable collaborative results achieved, making Russia one of the most important partners
for China in jointly building the BRI [5].

With regard to the potential for Al cooperation, a favorable outlook is also predicted
for China and Russia. Russia has a longstanding tradition in mathematics and theoretical
physics, providing a solid theoretical foundation for research in artificial intelligence
algorithms. Meanwhile, China has experienced significant advancements in the field of
Artificial Intelligence with numerous application scenarios and robust market demand. A
mutually beneficial collaboration between the two sides is possible in the domains of
medical Al and smart city construction, among others. As a member of the EU, Russia
accords significant importance to the issue of Al ethics and regulation [6]. A thorough
examination of the prevailing circumstances, challenges, and approaches to China-EU
collaboration in the domain of Al is bound to encompass the China-Russia cases. This
analysis can serve as a valuable exemplar for the avoidance of risk, the undertaking of joint
research endeavors, and the enhancement of competitiveness in future Al collaborations
between China and Russia.
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Building on the BRI context that offers abundant opportunities for China-EU Al
development, this study aims to analyze the current status, challenges and corresponding
strategies of China-EU Al cooperation guided by the BRI. It specifically addresses three core
questions: What are the existing achievements made in China-EU Al collaboration across
policy, industry, and academia? How do EU internal division (e.g., the debates on the EU Al
Act and geopolitical factors (e.g., China as a “systemic competitor’”) impact cooperation?
What targeted strategies can enhance mutual trust and bilateral innovation synergies? To
answer these three guestions, the study first maps the current achievements of China-EU Al
cooperation, investigates the underlying challenges that both sides face in advancing Al
cooperation, and analyses how such factors impact long-term cooperation, illuminating why
certain frictions persist despite the BRI’s supportive framework [7]. Finally, based on this
analysis, the study proposes a set of targeted strategies and recommendations aimed at
resolving these issues and developing effective cooperation models for China and the EU in
the Al domain.

This study is significant both theoretically and practically in the context of
international technology cooperation. Taking the current status of China-EU Al cooperation
as the subject, this study conducts a thorough analysis of the prevailing issues and the
measures adopted in response, with the objective of providing useful references for the
enhancement of international Al collaboration in the future. In theory, as international
technological collaboration becomes increasingly crucial for global economic development,
there is a need for focused research on cooperation between major regions (such as China
and the EU) in critical fields like Al. By examining China-EU Al cooperation under the BRI,
this paper fills a gap in the literature on global technological collaboration, offering insights
into collaborative innovation, knowledge transfer, and policy coordination from a new
perspective. In practice, identifying the existing problems in China-EU Al collaboration and
proposing tailored solutions can help improve the efficiency and environment of
cooperation. Strengthened Al partnerships between China and the EU — both leading
economic powers — would facilitate better allocation of global innovation resources, promote
the sharing and application of scientific advancements, and provide effective technological
support for solving global challenges [8]. In the long run, a robust China-EU Al cooperation
not only benefits both parties but also contributes to a mutually beneficial partnership that
can drive progress and prosperity for the international community.

Literature Review

This study began with a critical analysis focusing on publications from 2005 to 2025
related to China-EU Al cooperation under the BRI. The primary source for literature was the
China National Knowledge Infrastructure (CNKI) academic journal database. A
comprehensive search was conducted using keywords such as “China-EU relations,” “Belt
and Road Initiative,” and “Al cooperation,” with the query refined to peer-reviewed
academic journals. After filtering out duplicates and marginally relevant hits, 21 relevant
journal articles were identified and reviewed (search completed by March 4, 2025). These
publications provided background on the evolution of China-EU relations in the context of
the BRI and insights into any existing discussion of Al collaboration between the two sides.
This helped in pinpointing the research gaps — notably, while numerous works discuss BRI

projects or general tech cooperation, few delve into the specifics of Al collaboration —
thereby clarifying the direction for the subsequent focused analysis in this paper.

The promotion of the BRI in China-EU Al cooperation in the key field of international
technology is the focus of this study, which aims to provide both theoretical and pragmatic
guidance on bilateral strategies in Al development. The extant literature has predominantly
focused on the evolution of China-EU collaboration (particularly with regard to economic
aspects) concerning the BRI. This collaborative endeavour has progressed from an early
phase, distinguished by its ambiguity and limited engagement, to a more advanced stage
characterized by comprehensive and profound involvement. Some researches seek to explore
the changes in the EU’s stance on the BRI in different periods, with particular attention to
the influence of both internal and external factors. It is noteworthy that recent studies have
identified technological cooperation, particularly in the field of Al, between China and the
EU as being pivotal and promising, if a more robust foundation of mutual trust in political
strategy is built.

The majority of literature on this subject adopts a favourable stance on China-EU
cooperation, with the focus of the literature being on the challenges that are likely to be
encountered and the countermeasures that have been proposed to address them. However,
there is a paucity of extant studies that have conducted in-depth analyses on the field of Al,
and there are gaps in key issues such as cooperation models, possible obstacles, and strategic
guidance in the current situation. The objective of this study is to address these gaps in the
existing literature.

Case Study Approach

In addition to literature review, the study employs a case study approach to conduct in-
depth analysis of China-EU Al collaboration dynamics. Two cases were selected for their
relevance to the identified challenges: (1) the development and implications of the EU
Artificial Intelligence Act, and (2) European reports and policy actions reflecting the EU’s
perception and cautious approach toward China’s rise in Al. The first case — analysis of the
EU Al Act’s legislative process, content, and debates — allows examination of how Al
governance is evolving in Europe and what it might mean for cooperation. These two case
studies — one focused on regulatory governance and the other on geopolitical perception —
provide a micro-level look at the challenges identified in the broader analysis. The insights
gained from the cases inform the discussion of problems and shape the recommendations for
more effective cooperation strategies. After conducting these case studies, the findings were
synthesized. Successful experiences were noted (where cooperation overcame challenges)
and persistent issues were analysed, leading directly into the formulation of targeted
cooperation strategies presented in the Discussion section.

Materials

Previous Studies on the BRI and China-EU Relations

The Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) has been widely studied as a framework that
strengthens China’s ties with countries around the world, including those in Europe.
According to both policy documents and scholarly analyses, the BRI emphasizes five forms
of connectivity inherited from the spirit of the ancient Silk Road: policy coordination,
infrastructure connectivity, trade facilitation, financial integration, and people-to-people
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bonds [9]. In the context of China-EU relations, prior studies have highlighted substantial
progress in each of these areas over the past decade.

At the policy coordination level, China and the EU have established comprehensive
dialogue mechanisms. Regular leadership visits and annual summits have led to platforms
like the China-EU Connectivity Platform and sub-regional initiatives such as the “17+1”
cooperation with Central and Eastern European countries [10]. Bilaterally, China has signed
BRI cooperation memoranda with 27 European countries [11]. A notable example in terms
of infrastructure connectivity is the China-Europe Railway Express, which by 2023 reached
over 200 cities in 25 European countries — running over 78,000 train trips and transporting
goods worth over $300 billion — significantly enhancing logistical efficiency across the
continent [12].

Alongside infrastructure, trade facilitation between China and the EU has grown,
between 2014 and 2024, EU imported to China grow by 101.9% and exported by 47.0%. In
2024, EU exported of goods to China worth €213.3 billion and imported goods worth €517.8
billion [13]. Enhanced financial integration is another outcome, exemplified by the active
participation of European countries in institutions like the Asian Infrastructure Investment
Bank (AlIB) — 26 European countries have joined, with 15 as founding members.
Furthermore, China’s membership in the European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (EBRD) has introduced additional funding for joint projects. Finally, people-
to-people bonds have strengthened through cultural and educational exchanges. Initiatives
like the China-EU High-Level People-to-People Dialogue have spurred events (e.g., a China-
EU Culture and Art Festival) [14] and programs like the Sino-French Hundred Schools
Exchange [15]. By 2023, China had established Confucius Institutes in 41 European
countries [16]. These developments demonstrate that the BRI has underpinned decades of
increasing China-EU cooperation. The overarching trend under the BRI has been one of
pragmatic collaboration driven by mutual economic interests and the pursuit of competitive
advantages.

Al Cooperation Agreements by China and the EU

With the rapid progress of Al, both China and the EU have actively put forward
proposals and agreements to guide Al development and governance. In October 2023,
President Xi Jinping announced China’s Global Al Governance Initiative at the Third Belt
and Road Forum, signaling China’s commitment to shaping international norms for Al. The
EU, for its part, released a White Paper on Artificial Intelligence in 2020 and has been in the
process of adopting the EU Al Act (entered into force on August 1, 2024), aiming to regulate
Al within its single market [17]. In late 2023, the Bletchley Declaration was signed by the
EU and 27 other countries (including China) as a call for global attention to safe and ethical
Al use [18]. More recently, at the Al Action Summit 2025, over 60 countries — among them
China and key EU member states — endorsed the Statement on Inclusive and Sustainable Al
for People and Planet [19], which emphasizes legally sound and socially beneficial Al
development. In addition, China and individual EU countries have pursued bilateral
understandings; for example, in 2024 China and France issued a Joint Statement on Atrtificial
Intelligence and Global Governance, committing to the secure and trustworthy development
of Al [20]. These agreements and policy initiatives serve both as a bond bringing China and
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European partners together on Al cooperation and as safeguards against misuse of Al
technology.

China-EU Industry—University—Research (IUR) Programs in Al

Concrete collaborations in Al between China and European partners have been
emerging through industry—university—research initiatives. One notable example is the
partnership with the German Research Centre for Artificial Intelligence (DFKI): in 2019,
China and DFKI jointly established the Sino-German Artificial Intelligence Cooperation
Center and an Al Accelerated Incubation Centre in Shanghai, which facilitates
comprehensive joint exploration in Al and related fields like augmented reality, and supports
industry by incubating innovative projects [21]. Beyond Germany, other European countries
have also engaged with China on Al. In late 2024, an academic forum in Bucharest marking
75 years of China-Romania diplomatic ties brought Chinese and Romanian scholars
together. They held in-depth discussions on Al and other advanced topics, shared research
findings, and set objectives for follow-up joint research — an event reported to have
strengthened plans for future Sino-Romanian collaboration in Al [22].

Collaborations are also forming in specialized sub-fields of Al across different
countries. For example, institutions like Zhongguancun Science City and Beihang
University’s Robotics Institute on the Chinese side have engaged with the Italian National
Competence Centre for Robotics to exchange ideas on robotics innovation, paving the way
for collaborative innovation and joint achievements in robotics and Al [23]. The private
sector, too, has showcased cooperative potential: in July 2024, CITIC Telecom and its
subsidiaries demonstrated integrated “cloud-network-security” solutions using Al for a Sino-
French business audience, effectively helping French enterprises localize their operations in
China and vice versa through Al-powered services [24]. Academic output reflects this rising
cooperation trend as well. Notably, the number of academic papers co-authored by Chinese
and European researchers in Al has steadily grown since 2011, and by 2022 it surpassed the
volume of China-US joint publications in Al. The Chinese Academy of Sciences, for
instance, has become a leading contributor of Al research in partnership with European
institutions [25]. Such data suggest a deepening academic linkage and mutual openness,
exemplified recently by the global impact of platforms like DeepSeek (a Chinese open-
source Al model) which European researchers are studying closely [26].

In summary, China-EU Al cooperation at the IUR level is on an upward trajectory,
evidenced by joint centres, exchange programs, industry showcases, and scholarly
collaborations.

Results

Policy Developments: The EU Al Act and Trans-European Variations

Within Europe, the drafting and passage of the EU Al Act have revealed significant
internal divisions regarding Al governance. Some member states and stakeholders argue for
stricter oversight to preemptively mitigate AI’s risks, while others worry that overregulation
could stifle innovation. Countries like France and Germany, home to some of Europe’s most
promising Al startups (e.g., Aleph Alpha, DeepL, Mistral Al), have voiced concerns that
excessively stringent rules might hinder their nascent Al industries. The French startup
Mistral AI warned that heavy compliance burdens could undermine the EU’s
competitiveness, especially against a backdrop of looser regulations in other regions like the
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United States. Similarly, companies such as Meta (which operates globally including in
Europe) emphasize the need for openness to drive technological breakthroughs, cautioning
against rules that might inadvertently slow progress [27]. The implementation of the Al Act
IS expected to require companies to invest more in compliance (lawyers, documentation, risk
mitigation research) rather than purely in R&D. As noted by the Cecilia Bonefeld-Dahl —
Director General of Digital Europe (a major tech industry group), firms might end up
diverting substantial resources towards meeting regulatory requirements instead of hiring Al
engineers for innovation. This internal debate highlights a core dilemma for the EU: how to
balance ethical oversight and safety with the necessity of fostering a vibrant Al industry
[28].

According to data from Eurostat, in 2023 the adoption rate of Al in enterprises was
above 15% in countries like Denmark and Finland, yet remained below 4% in others like
Romania, Bulgaria, and Poland [29]. This “Old Europe vs. New Europe” gap in digital
capacity means that a one-size-fits-all regulation could affect members differently, and it
poses a challenge for collective advancement in Al. Fragmented technological development
within Europe can hamper the EU’s overall ability to cooperate effectively with external
partners like China, since differing national capabilities may lead to varying priorities or
absorption capacities in joint projects. How the EU strikes this balance will significantly
influence the form and success of Al cooperation with external partners under frameworks
like the BRI.

Strategic Caution Toward China: Shifting Perceptions in EU Discourse

As China’s technological prowess and global influence have grown, European attitudes
toward collaboration with China in high-tech fields have become more cautious. Signs of
this emerging wariness were visible as early as 2018. In December 2018, Luxembourg
hosted a cooperation conference reviewing EU Al project, where one session involved
China’s Al unicorn company DeepBlue showcasing six cutting-edge Al research results.
Although experts praised DeepBlue’s achievements — it even passed a project review
unanimously — the event also rang alarm bells for some European officials and scientists.
Prominent voices, such as Luxembourg’s Marco Walentiny and others, openly expressed
concern that China’s rapid progress in Al could challenge Europe’s own tech companies,
worrying that smaller European states might become dependent on or overtaken by Chinese
Al firms [30].

By 2019, such concerns were prompting concrete policy responses. A report by the
Federation of German Industries (BDI) in January 2019 warned that China, through active
industrial and innovation policies, was on track to become a leading technological power,
exerting pressure on German and EU industries. This perspective influenced the highest
levels of EU policy: in March 2019, the European Commission’s strategic outlook on EU-
China relations echoed the BDI’s view by referring to China not just as a partner but also as
a “systemic competitor.” Around the same time, the EU moved to protect its technological
assets by approving a Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) Screening Framework (enforced from
2019 onwards). This framework explicitly included sectors like artificial intelligence in the
scope of investments to be scrutinized, an action clearly aimed at monitoring and potentially
restricting Chinese investments in sensitive European tech companies.
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These developments indicate that, in recent years, many EU member states have
shifted to a more defensive posture regarding China: cooperation is still desired, but there is
a heightened emphasis on safeguarding core technologies and avoiding unwanted
dependencies [31]. Such an environment inevitably increases the complexity and difficulty
of Sino-European scientific and technological cooperation, as trust needs to be rebuilt and
common ground deliberately sought despite strategic tensions.

Barriers to Cooperation: Compliance, Market Entry, and Innovation Styles

1. The EU’s Internal Divisions Hindering Unified Planning. One major challenge is the
lack of a unified EU stance on Al development and governance, which complicates joint
planning with China. Within the EU, debates continue over the strictness of Al regulation —
whether rules should be tightened to prevent misuse or relaxed to encourage innovation.
These unresolved internal differences mean the EU struggles to formulate a single, coherent
strategy on Al. Consequently, when engaging with China, the EU cannot always offer a clear
unified cooperation framework or standard, which leads to higher communication and
coordination costs and makes it difficult to pursue truly joint and streamlined China-EU Al
initiatives, as extra effort is needed to navigate a patchwork of differing national regulations
and opinions within Europe and reconcile varying expectations and guidelines.

2. Divergent Development Levels Hampering Cooperation. Within the EU, some
member states are at the forefront of Al adoption while others are far behind, which forces
China to adopt differentiated cooperation strategies for different partners [32]. Managing
such a complicated spectrum of partnerships increases the management overhead of
cooperation. Moreover, if we compare overall capabilities, China’s Al sector — bolstered by
a huge market, fast-growing companies, and state support — in many respects is moving
faster than the EU’s, which has a more fragmented market and fewer globally dominant Al
firms. This imbalance can lead to tensions over issues like technology transfer or intellectual
property, integration of industries, expected outcomes, and the fair distribution of benefits in
joint projects. In essence, differing development levels mean China-EU Al cooperation does
not start on an even playing field, making it harder to set mutual goals and achieve equitable,
satisfactory results for all parties.

3. Market and Investment Barriers Limiting Cooperation Scale. The stringent
requirements envisioned by the EU’s market access and investment policies obviously raise
the entry bar for Chinese Al firms in Europe [33]. Even large Chinese companies must invest
heavily in upgrading technologies, obtaining legal advice, and undergoing compliance
training to meet the EU’s high standards for security, privacy, and ethics. This can
discourage some enterprises from expanding to Europe or limit the number of joint ventures
initiated. Conversely, European authorities have grown more cautious about incoming
investments: the EU’s tighter FDI screening (partially motivated by concerns over China)
means Chinese investments or acquisitions in European tech firms face greater scrutiny and
sometimes rejection. This cautious stance is driven by a desire to protect national security
and prevent loss of competitive advantage, but it also means fewer opportunities for free
collaboration and more obstacles to scale up joint Al initiatives or capitalize on cross-
investment opportunities [34].

4. Differences in Research and Innovation Approaches. The EU has a strong tradition
in fundamental research grounded in mathematics, logic, and algorithm theory — its Al
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efforts often emphasize rigorous theoretical breakthroughs and long-term development of
technologies [35]. Such an approach means that turning lab discoveries into practical
applications can be a slow process. China, by contrast, excels in application-driven
innovation: leveraging vast datasets, a thriving developer community, and a receptive
market, Chinese Al enterprises rapidly deploy Al solutions in real-world scenarios and
iterate on them. While these approaches are complementary in principle, they can be out of
sync in practice. European basic research results might not find immediate application or
might require adaptation to fit commercial needs, whereas China’s fast-paced innovations
might outstrip the underlying theoretical verification that European researchers expect. If not
managed, such alignments can lead to frustrations, with each side feeling the other is either
“too slow” or “too applied,” thus impeding seamless cooperation in Al R&D.

Discussion

Strengthening Policy Coordination

The first strategy is to strengthen communication and coordination on Al policies at
multiple levels between China and the EU. Both sides should work on institutionalizing a
regular policy dialogue mechanism dedicated to Al an8d emerging technologies. This could
involve scheduled high-level exchanges — such as annual summits or intergovernmental
working groups — and joint expert seminars focusing on Al development strategies,
regulatory approaches, and ethical guidelines. Such sustained dialogue would help both
parties clarify mutual cooperation targets, primary areas of interest, and implementation
roadmaps, thereby preemptively addressing misunderstandings or policy discrepancies.
Additionally, China and the EU should actively collaborate in international forums on Al
governance (for example, within the UN or GPAI contexts) to jointly advocate for a fair and
effective global Al governance framework. Enhanced policy dialogue will create a more
predictable and aligned policy environment for bilateral Al projects, reducing the
uncertainties that arise from differing interpretations and ensuring both sides move in the
same direction on governance iSsues.

Bridging Development Gap

The second strategy is to bridge the gap in Al development levels to ensure more
balanced collaboration. China can pursue differentiated partnership models with European
countries based on each country’s Al maturity. For those EU members with advanced Al
adoption (e.g., Denmark, Finland, France, Germany), cooperation can centre on joint R&D
initiatives in cutting-edge fields and exchanges of high-level talent. In contrast, for countries
where Al deployment is still nascent (e.g., in parts of Eastern and Southern Europe), China
could focus on technology transfer, demonstration projects, and training programs that help
build foundational Al capabilities [36]. Beyond bilateral efforts, China might also support
the establishment of Al innovation hubs or incubators in less-developed European regions,
or co-funding start-ups and research projects in those areas. Such initiatives would help
diffuse advanced technologies across the EU, narrow the internal digital gap, and ultimately
elevate the baseline for China-EU Al cooperation. By leveling up the playing field, these
efforts create a stronger foundation for collaboration, ensuring that all partners can
contribute to and benefit from joint Al projects more equitably.
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Optimizing the Market Environment

Another crucial strategy is to create a more open and secure market environment for
Al cooperation. Both China and the EU should work in tandem to lower entry barriers and
mitigate protectionist frictions. For Europe, this could mean streamlining approval processes
for qualified Chinese Al companies and calibrating investment review mechanisms. In
parallel, China can further open its domestic Al market to European firms, ensuring an open
and level playing field [37]. Bilateral agreements or memoranda of understanding might be
established to formally safeguard the rights of each side’s enterprises operating abroad — for
example, agreements on data protection reciprocity or mutual recognition of certain safety
standards in Al. Additionally, the two sides could consider setting up a joint China-EU Al
investment fund or financing platform, which encourages co-investment in Al start-ups and
projects of mutual interest, sharing risks and benefits [38]. By improving transparency and
trust in how investments are handled, China and the EU can reduce fears that often lead to
strict investment barriers [39]. Easing market access, protecting investors’ rights, and
providing joint financial support mechanisms will collectively expand the scope of China-
EU Al cooperation and build confidence among industry players.

Fostering Innovation Synergies

A fourth strategy is to deepen direct technological collaboration and jointly build Al
industry ecosystems. China and the EU should increase projects in bilateral cooperation by
establishing more joint laboratories, research institutes, and innovation centers focused on Al.
These joint hubs would bring together talent, funding, and expertise from both sides, creating a
platform for continuous collaboration on research projects and technology development. It’s
also important to encourage mobility and exchange among Al researchers and engineers —
through joint training programs, mutual visits, and perhaps co-advising of doctoral students —
to cultivate a generation of experts fluent in transnational collaboration. On the industry front,
China and the EU might consider co-developing Al industry parks or innovation zones that
leverage each side’s advantages, benefiting from agglomeration effects (a complete Al
industry chain that spans hardware, software, applications, and services) [40]. A practical
extension of this idea is to collaboratively carry out Al projects in third-party markets,
particularly in countries along the Belt and Road. These measures will help weave a tighter
network of cooperation, ensuring that technological advancement becomes a shared endeavor.

Implications for China-Russia Cooperation

Although this study is concentrated on China-EU Al cooperation, the framework for
addressing regulatory disparities and innovation gaps offers insights for that between China
and Russia. For instance, Russia’s theoretical Al capabilities rooted in mathematical
traditions could complement China’s applications driven by data, which resembles the EU’s
strengths in fundamental research. With shared critical interests in Al ethics and Eurasian
connectivity, future China-Russia cooperation should make good use of bilateral partnership
and mathematical research excellence to carry out an outstanding Al governance model for
the global world.

Conclusion

In conclusion, this study examined the status quo, challenges, and potential strategies
for China-EU Al cooperation in the context of the Belt and Road Initiative. In summary of
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the scientific findings, analysis above identifies Europe’s ongoing debates over how strictly
to regulate Al, the disparities in Al development and capabilities between the two sides (and
within the EU), restrictive market and investment policies that limit exchange of technology
and capital, and divergent focuses in innovation that can cause misalignment in joint efforts.
Research results also present a “three-layer coordination model” (policy alignment, market
facilitation, academic exchange) to address both macro-level governance gaps and micro-
level industry frictions.

To move forward, the paper recommends a multifaceted approach. Policy-wise, China
and the EU should establish more robust and regular dialogues to harmonize Al governance
strategies and build mutual trust. Development-wise, tailored cooperation frameworks are
needed to uplift less advanced participants so that collaboration can happen on more equal
footing. Market-wise, reducing barriers and creating joint investment instruments would
provide a more enabling environment for businesses and innovators from both sides.
Innovation-wise, setting up joint research ventures and industry partnerships will integrate
resources and expertise, creating synergies across the entire Al value chain. Strengthening
cooperation in Al not only addresses specific bilateral goals but also contributes solutions to
global challenges (through shared Al governance and innovations), thereby benefiting the
international community. In providing both an analysis of current obstacles and a roadmap
for overcoming them, this study contributes to a deeper understanding of how two major
powers can collaborate on frontier technologies in a way that fosters mutual benefit and
shared progress.

As a key EU member and strategic partner of China, Russia’s stance makes an
influence on the China-EU Al cooperation landscape. Considering the promising prospects,
deepening cooperation between Russia and China in the field of artificial intelligence is not
only of great significance for the implementation of the “Digital Silk Road” as an extension
of the BRI, but also will help further enhance the effectiveness of Al cooperation between
China and Europe.
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Abstract

Introduction. The strengthening of global ties and intercultural interaction are leading to the
spread of foreign languages in Russia. In this context, the Turkish language is of particular interest as
a factor in cultural, economic and educational interaction between Russia and Turkey. The relevance
of the chosen topic is due to Turkey's growing role in international relations, the intensification of
tourism and trade and economic exchange, as well as the growing interest of Russians in Turkish
culture, educational programs mand opportunities for professional migration. The central research
task is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the factors, mechanisms and specifics of the spread of
the Turkish language in the Russian Federation at the present stage in the context of the dynamics of
bilateral relations.

Materials and methods. The research materials include regulatory and educational documents

tutoring services market, media content (media, social networks), and Rosstat statistics on
educational and labour migration. The methodological basis is a systematic approach using content
analysis of text sources, comparative analysis of institutional practices, quantitative processing of
statistical data, and critical interpretation of results in the context of Russian-Turkish relations.

Results. The study showed that in recent years there has been a steady growth in interest in the
Turkish language as a means of professional and cultural interaction. At the same time, its spread is
uneven: active study of the Turkish language is observed primarily in the southern regions of Russia,
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in large metropolitan areas, as well as in those regions where contacts with Turkish business circles
are well developed. Turkish cultural centers, Turkish media products, as well as universities and
language courses play a significant role in popularization of the language. There is a sustained
interest in the Turkish language in the context of the development of intercultural dialogue, academic
mobility and regional cooperation.

Conclusion. The conclusions drawn can be used in the development of educational programs
aimed at expanding linguistic choice, as well as in the formulation of state and regional policies in
the field of humanitarian cooperation.

This article is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of issues related to the spread of the
Turkish language in the Russian Federation. The study focuses on aspects of its study,
teaching and demand in modern Russian society.

It is worth noting that interest in studying Turkish is growing not only in Russia, but
also in many countries around the world. The motivations of students are diverse: from
academic goals (studying) and professional needs (work) to tourist trips, interest in Turkish

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media products (including watching TV series in the original language), migration plans
(including obtaining a residence permit), access to medical services, and an interest in
Turkey's unique culture. This growth is largely driven by the new geopolitical situation and
the strategic ‘turn to the East’ that has emerged®. This situation is due to both changes in the
international political environment and the need to diversify foreign economic and
humanitarian ties [1; 2; 3].

Thus, studying current trends, the scope and factors of the spread of the Turkish
language in Russia is an important scientific and practical task, the solution of which
contributes to understanding the dynamics of cultural and linguistic interaction in a changing
international environment.

The object of the study is the functioning of the Turkish language in the socio-cultural
and educational environments of the Russian Federation in the context of the development of
Russian-Turkish relations. The subject of the research is the current state, trends and factors
influencing the study, teaching and demand for the Turkish language in Russia (including
regional specifics, institutional support, student motivation and professional prospects).

The objective of this research is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the current
state and mechanisms of the spread of the Turkish language in Russia, assessing
sociolinguistic, educational, cultural, economic and foreign policy factors.

To achieve this aim, the following research questions need to be addressed:

1. Determine the geography and scope of Turkish language learning by region in the
Russian Federation.

Additionally, it systematically
examines the role of cultural institutions, such as the Yunus Emre Institute, as tools of «soft
power» and key players in shaping language policy.

Degree of study of the problem

The problem of the spread and teaching of the Turkish language in Russia remains
relatively understudied and fragmented in domestic scientific literature. Although there is a
certain body of research touching on Turkic languages in general or addressing issues of
language policy in multicultural regions of Russia, there is still a lack of systematic and
comprehensive works specifically devoted to the current state of Turkish as a foreign
language.

We note some studies that reveal important aspects for understanding the research
questions addressed in this article. Thus, O.V. Chursina, 1.Yu. Saparova [4] and A.S.

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Avrutina [5] note the growing role of Turkish as a language of science and a ‘bridge’ in
Turkology, but point out the lack of comparative studies of its global potential and
methodological problems in the field. M.S. Meyer [2] identified structural imbalances in
Russian-Turkish relations (language barrier, weakness of double degree programs). S.G.
Zubanova and K.S. Senin [6] confirm the growing interest of students in Turkish, linking it
to practical factors (economics, tourism, pop culture), but point to a shortage of modern
teaching materials. G. Zhumakunova [7] develops contrastive methods of teaching Turkic
languages to Russian speakers, emphasizing similarities and differences, but does not touch
on digital tools. 1.G. Saetov [8] demonstrated the significant influence of Turkish TV series
on motivation to learn the language and everyday vocabulary in the CIS. V.A. Avatkov [9]
described the work of Yunus Emre centers as a key instrument of Turkish ‘soft power’
through standardized courses and culture, noting the problems of adapting educational
programs to specific conditions. The promotion and popularization of the Turkish language
abroad, including in Russia, serve as an important element of Turkey’s «soft powery,
strengthening its cultural and political influence. Through language courses, educational
programs, and media content (TV series, music, literature), Turkey cultivates a positive
image and expands its sphere of humanitarian presence. However, the effectiveness of this
strategy in Russia requires further research, especially in the context of shifting international
relations and competition with other languages of global communication.

Thus, the degree of research into the problem under consideration can be characterized
as initial. There is a need for comprehensive interdisciplinary research covering
sociolinguistic, cultural, pedagogical and political aspects of the spread of the Turkish
language in Russia, as well as for the development of theoretical and applied approaches to
the analysis of this phenomenon in the context of modern linguistic policy and globalization.

Methods

The methodology is based on a systematic approach using content analysis,
comparative analysis of institutional practices, statistical methods, and critical interpretation
in the context of bilateral relations. The combination of these methods made it possible to
identify the main trends in the spread of the Turkish language in modern Russia.

The research methodology is grounded in a systemic approach, which enabled the
examination of Turkish language dissemination in Russia as a multifaceted process
encompassing sociolinguistic, educational, cultural, economic, and political dimensions. To
address the research objectives, the following methods were employed:

1. Content Analysis. This method facilitated the identification of the geography and
scale of Turkish language studies through analysis of statistical data, educational programs,
media publications, and academic research. Additionally, it enabled the detection of key
trends and challenges in the spread of Turkish in Russia by examining scholarly publications,
institutional reports from educational organizations, and materials from cultural centers.

2. Comparative Analysis of Institutional Practices. This approach allowed for the
assessment of political and institutional factors by comparing the promotion of Turkish
language across different regions of Russia.

3. Statistical Methods. These methods were used to determine the geography and scale
of Turkish language studies and to analyze the educational infrastructure (e.g., distribution of
programs, instructors, and institutions).
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4. Critical Interpretation within Bilateral Relations Context. This method enabled the
evaluation of political factors — specifically, the impact of Russian-Turkish relations on
language policy.

Integrated application of these methods not only addressed the research questions but
also revealed fundamental patterns in the dissemination of Turkish in Russia. The systemic
approach ensured the integrity of the study, while the combination of quantitative (statistical)
and qualitative (content analysis, comparative methods) data ensured its reliability and depth.

Materials

The source corpus includes: regulatory and educational documentation (universities,
language schools); reports from Russian-Turkish cultural centres; Turkish books on the
Russian market; data from tutoring services; media content; statistics on educational and
labour migration (Rosstat).

4. Tutoring services market data: Profi.ru, «Vash Repetitor» (repetitors.info), Preply,
Avito, Association of Tutors (repetit.ru), Tutor Online, SPbRepetitor.

5. Media content: Publications in Russian media outlets.

6. Rosstat (Russian Federal State Statistics Service) data: Migration data from Turkey
(2021 All-Russian Population Census).

7. Data from the Russian educational portal for applicants «Postupi Online»
(Postupi.online): Data on Russian university educational programs with Turkish
language studies.

8. Academic research: Scientific publications by Russian and Turkish authors relevant
to the research topic of the article.

Results

In recent years, the growing interest in the Turkish language among the Russian
population has been driven by a combination of social, cultural, educational, economic and
foreign policy factors, making the study of this language relevant in both every day and
professional contexts. Let us consider them in more detail.

1. Russia's geopolitical and foreign economic reorientation towards the East
The deepening of Russian-Turkish cooperation in areas such as energy, tourism,
transport, education and culture is accompanied by a growing interest in the Turkish
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language as a tool for effective inter-state and intercultural communication. The Turkish
language is becoming in demand not only in the field of humanitarian education, but also in
practical areas such as business, international relations, tourism and diplomacy”. Thus, the
‘turn to the East’ predetermines the expansion of academic and public interest in Turkey and
the Turkic world as a whole, which is reflected, among other things, in the growing number
of educational programs, cultural initiatives and language courses aimed at learning Turkish.

2. Tourism as a factor in language motivation

In recent years, Russia has consistently been among the leading countries in terms of
tourist traffic to Turkey. In the context of active tourist exchange, knowledge of the Turkish
language significantly improves the quality of intercultural interaction. The limited spread of
English among the Turkish population increases the importance of knowing Turkish, even at
a basic level. This not only makes tourists' stay more comfortable, but also allows them to
establish informal and trusting contacts with the local population, which in turn contributes
to the formation of a positive image of Turkey and the strengthening of humanitarian ties.

3. The opportunity to receive an education in Turkish

Educational mobility is also an important incentive for learning Turkish. Turkish
universities demonstrate high academic performance and regularly feature in international
rankings. An additional factor of appeal is Turkey's state scholarship program for foreign
students, which provides full funding for tuition, including coverage of travel,
accommodation, medical insurance, and an annual language course. The opportunity to
receive a quality education with financial support increases interest in learning Turkish even
at the stage of preparing to study abroad.

4. Development of business relations

The Russia-Turkey trade turnover dynamics (Fig. 1) confirm the resilience of
economic ties: despite the downturn in 2022-2024, Turkey maintains its status as a key
trading partner of the Russian Federation. This directly stimulates demand for specialists
with Turkish language skills in trade and economic sectors. These data substantiate
professional motivation for language learning through objective economic indicators while
confirming the thesis of Turkish as a business communication tool.

Despite the geopolitical changes after 2022, most Turkish companies have maintained
their activities in the Russian market, and some of them have significantly increased their
investment activity. This trend is due to the strategy of filling the niches left vacant after the
departure of Western corporations. Although Turkey has not formally joined the sanctions
regime against Russia, certain restrictions (banking services, equipment supplies) remain in
place due to the risk of secondary sanctions. Under the current conditions, Turkey is one of

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According to an analytical review by NSP, only a limited number of Turkish
companies have ceased operations in Russia. Turkish business is concentrated in sectors with
high potential for import substitution:

1. Construction: ENKA, Polimeks, Limak Holding (Moscow, Saint Petersburg); There
are about 100 Turkish construction companies operating in Russia.” They were particularly
active in projects related to the XXII Winter Olympic Games in Sochi in 2014.

2. Industry:

e Food processing: Anadolu Efes (Moscow Region);
e Building materials: Eczacibasi (Bashkortostan);
e Woodworking: Kastamonu (Kaluga Region).

3. Finance: Deniz Bank, Tiirkiye Is Bankas1 (Moscow);

4. Retail: Fiba Group (Mango franchise).

Economic conditions in Turkey, such as high inflation (54% in 2024) and the
devaluation of the lira, are stimulating the search for foreign markets, including in Russia.
The long-standing presence of Turkish entrepreneurs in the Russian Federation contributes
to the integration of Turkish business into the Russian business environment.

Thus, Turkish companies are demonstrating their ability to systematically replace
Western players that have left, especially in industry and construction. Their stability is
underpinned by investment activity, industry diversification and an understanding of local
market mechanisms. This process creates the conditions for growth in demand for specialists
with knowledge of the Turkish language in logistics, management, and the financial sector.

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5. Linguistic and cultural interest

The Turkish language is of considerable interest to linguists, orientalists and a wide
audience of foreign language learners. Its morphological structure, based on agglutination,
makes it interesting from the point of view of grammar and word formation. In addition, its
rich historical and cultural heritage, reflected in its vocabulary, which includes borrowings
from Arabic, Persian, French, Greek and other languages, makes Turkish an important
means of accessing the cultural code of Ottoman and modern Turkey.

Turkish TV series are currently very popular’®. Video services such as Kion, lvi,
Movix, and Wink have significantly expanded their libraries of Turkish content. For
example, in 2024, the Russian-language internet service Kinopoisk featured 47 Turkish
series, three times more than in 2023. According to Gazeta.ru, in the first half of 2024,
Movix users spent 1.026 million hours watching the Sapphire and Start World TV channels,
which show Turkish series.**

Discussion

This section examines the contemporary dynamics of the Turkish language
dissemination in Russia as an element of Turkey's «soft power» and a tool of Russian-
Turkish humanitarian dialogue. Through the prism of institutional mechanisms (academic
cooperation, cultural centers), market indicators (demand for learning, literature, specialists),
and sociodemographic factors (diaspora), the analysis addresses the successes in
popularizing the language alongside persistent challenges within the educational
infrastructure. The discussion reveals the potential and limitations of the Turkish language in
strengthening mutual understanding between the two countries against the backdrop of
deepening interaction.

Institutional and state support for academic dialogue

In recent years, academic and cultural interaction between Russia and Turkey has
become increasingly stable, based on both centuries-old historical and cultural ties and
modern institutional support mechanisms. Of particular importance in this process are
initiatives aimed at strengthening academic dialogue, promoting the languages and cultures
of both countries, and developing joint humanitarian projects'®>. Government agencies,
academic institutions and cultural organizations on both sides are making a significant
contribution to creating a solid platform for bilateral cooperation, which is clearly evident in
thematic conferences, educational programs and intergovernmental cultural initiatives.

During the online conference Teaching Turkish in Russia and Turkey/Turkology,
organized on 8 June, 2020 by the Turkish Language Association, the Yunus Emre Institute
in Moscow, and the Turkish Embassy in Moscow, key aspects of bilateral scientific and

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educational cooperation were highlighted. The participants (including the president of the
Turkish Language Association, Professor Giireser Giilsevin, and vice-president Professor
Feyzi Ersoy) noted the existence of deep historical cultural ties between Russia and Turkey,
which create a solid foundation for academic cooperation.

It was noted that Russia is one of the world's leading center for Turkic studies, having
made a fundamental contribution to the discipline (including the works of V.V. Radlov and
other outstanding Russian scholars, whose grammars and dictionaries retain their
methodological value). The importance of the cultural component as a motivator for
language learning and the mutual interest in the Russian language in Turkey and the Turkish
language in Russia were emphasised. Active cooperation is evident, in particular, in the
activities of the Turkish Language Association for the translation and publication of the
works of Russian Turkologists.”.

Thus, the growing interest in the Turkish language in Russian society can be seen as
the result of the synergy between tourism, educational and professional mobility, cultural
appeal and linguistic uniqueness.

A significant milestone in the development of humanitarian cooperation between
Russia and Turkey was 2019, which was declared a cross-cultural year of culture and
tourism for both countries. As part of this initiative, a large number of events were held
aimed at expanding cultural exchange and strengthening mutual understanding between the
peoples, including theatre performances, concerts, exhibitions, film festivals and educational
projects. This year played an important role in promoting the Turkish language in Russia,
increasing interest in Turkish culture and contributing to the development of educational and
cultural programs. The cross-cultural year became a symbol of strong mutual cooperation
and served as a basis for further expansion of humanitarian ties'.

Russia's largest tutor databases: number of Turkish language teachers

An analysis of data from Russia's largest online platforms for finding private tutors
shows a significant presence of Turkish language specialists in the education services
market. This indicates high demand for individual tuition, as well as a wide range of teachers
focused on both beginner and advanced language proficiency levels®.

As of May 2025, there are 822 Turkish language teachers registered on the Profi.ru
platform and the Repetitors.info website, which is the highest number among the resources
studied. The Preply platform, an international online learning database, has 599 tutors
available, confirming the active participation of Russian users in global educational
initiatives. Next are Avito with 478 teachers, the Association of Tutors (repetit.ru) with 265
specialists, and Tutor Online with 45 teachers. The regional platform SPbRepetitor, which

specializes in providing tutoring services in St. Petersburg, has 37 Turkish language teachers
registered.

Thus, the data presented indicates a high degree of availability of Turkish language
teachers throughout Russia, including both face-to-face and distance learning formats. This
reflects the relevance of the Turkish language in the modern socio-cultural and educational
environment, as well as highlighting the growing interest in personalized language learning
among both students and professional teachers.

Turkish language books in Russian online stores

An analysis of the range of products offered by major Russian online stores shows that
there are a significant number of printed publications dedicated to the study of Turkish,
reflecting sustained reader interest and demand from various target audiences, from students
and teachers to self-taught users.

As of May 2025, the Ozon online store offers 1,024 titles related to the Turkish
language. The Wildberries catalogue lists 357 publications, and the Chitai-Gorod platform
offers 269 titles. Together, this indicates an expanding market for educational and
methodological literature on the Turkish language, covering basic textbooks and
phrasebooks, as well as specialized dictionaries, grammar guides, materials for teachers and
adapted fiction.

Thus, the Russian book market is responding actively to the growing popularity of the
Turkish language, providing access to a variety of printed resources, which in turn
contributes to expanding opportunities for independent language learning and supports
academic and cultural initiatives in this area.

The role of cultural centers in the dissemination

of the Turkish language and culture in Russia

Cultural centers play a significant role in the development of intercultural dialogue
between Russia and Turkey, with activities aimed at promoting the Turkish language,
literature, art and scientific cooperation. These organizations serve not only as a platform for
language learning, but also as an important tool for public diplomacy, contributing to the
formation of a positive image of Turkey abroad.®.

One of the leading institutions of its kind is the Yunus Emre Institute, represented in
Russia by its branches in Moscow and Kazan. Its activities are aimed at strengthening
Turkey's international cultural ties, raising global awareness of Turkish culture, and fostering
a positive image of the country through cultural and educational initiatives. The institute
regularly organizes Turkish language courses, exhibitions, lectures, cultural events, and
academic exchanges.

Another key element of the cultural infrastructure is the Russian-Turkish Center for
Facilitating Cultural, Scientific, Educational Cooperation and Tourism Development,
registered in Moscow on July 31, 2023.'" (https://rusturkcenter.ru). The center supports
initiatives that foster cooperation between the two countries in the humanitarian and
academic spheres. Particular emphasis is placed on promoting the Turkish language through
events, workshops, and educational programs.

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A significant contribution to establishing a lasting academic dialogue between Russia
and Turkey is also made by the International Russian-Turkish Educational and Research
Center, established at the Russian State University for the Humanities (RSUH) on September
29, 2000." The center actively participates in developing and implementing joint research
and educational projects, while also organizing academic conferences, roundtables, and
bilateral exchange programs [10].

Thus, cultural and educational-research centers play a key role in institutionally
promoting Turkish language and culture in Russia. Their activities aim not only at language
training but also at establishing lasting humanitarian ties, advancing academic cooperation,
and strengthening positive perceptions of Turkey in Russian society.

Amid growing cultural interaction between Russia and Turkey, a significant step in
April 2025 was the announcement of plans to open a Turkish Cultural Center in St.
Petersburg under the auspices of the Yunus Emre Institute. As stated by its director,
Abdurrahman Ali, this initiative seeks to expand the presence of Turkish language and
culture in Russia and deepen cooperation with Russian universities — particularly philology
departments in Moscow and St. Petersburg.™

The establishment of the new center is intended to advance not only the teaching of the
Turkish language but also the implementation of a wide range of cultural projects—from
film screenings to gastronomic events and digital art programs. Particular focus will be given
to initiatives highlighting similarities and differences in the daily life of Russia and Turkey,
as well as to joint projects with artistic and academic communities from both countries.

This step is viewed as a continuation of bilateral cultural exchange, exemplified by the
Russian House already operating in Ankara, which promotes Russian culture in Turkey.
Thus, the opening of the Turkish Cultural Center in St. Petersburg can be seen as an element
of cultural diplomacy strategy aimed at strengthening humanitarian cooperation and forging
lasting interstate ties.

The Turkish Diaspora in Russia

According to the 2021 All-Russian Population Census, 116,705 people identified
themselves as Turks, while 4,095 identified as Meskhetian Turks. Thus, the census recorded
a total of 120,800 Turks residing in the Russian Federation.*’Reasons for residency include
employment in Russia and marriages to Russian citizens. Consequently, spouses and
children born in such families become bilingual, speaking both Russian and Turkish. This
data demonstrates that the Turkish language spreads in Russia not only "top-down" (through
education and policy) but also "bottom-up™ — through natural sociodemographic processes.
This circumstance underscores the interconnection between language dynamics and
migration and intercultural contacts.

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Professional Demand

Russia-Turkey relations operate at a high level. Active interstate connections exist and
continue to develop in humanitarian affairs, military cooperation, diplomatic channels, and
business spheres. Maintaining these ties requires significant numbers of specialists across
various fields capable of communicating effectively with Turkish counterparts. Accordingly,
there is recognized demand for instructors qualified to teach Turkish to:

o Diplomatic staff.

o Military and technicals pecialists.

 Public figures.

« International relations experts.

While Turkish is rarely used in broader international communication, such educators
are primarily sought for specialized language courses and faculty positions at linguistics and
humanities universities® %,

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Analysis of educational programs at Russian universities (Table 1) shows that Turkish
is actively integrating into the country's academic landscape and establishing a stable
presence within the higher education system. The highest concentration of Turkish language
programs is found in Moscow and St. Petersburg — at leading institutions such as MSU,
MGIMO, SPbU, HSE, and others. This indicates strong demand for Turkish in humanities,
international affairs, and Oriental studies training at the capital universities.

Simultaneously, Turkish is offered not only in central regions but also at universities
across southern and eastern Russia: in Kazan, Astrakhan, Makhachkala, Grozny, Simferopol,
Pyatigorsk, Rostov-on-Don, Nazran, and other cities. Its study is most commonly integrated
into programs for Oriental studies, linguistics, international relations, area studies, and
philology. At several universities, it is taught as a second or additional foreign language,
highlighting its functional importance for intercultural and diplomatic training.

Particularly active inclusion of Turkish in curricula is observed in regions with strong
ethno-cultural and historical ties to Turkey and the Turkic world — the North Caucasus,
Volga region, and Crimea. Specifically, in cities like Grozny, Makhachkala, Kazan, and
Simferopol, Turkish features in bachelor's and master's degree programs across various
academic disciplines.

Collectively, this demonstrates Turkish is gradually strengthening its position within
Russia's higher education system. It is becoming not only a vital element of specialist
professional training but also an effective tool for intercultural engagement. Its expansion is
driven not just by the presence of Turkish-speaking communities and international
connections, but also by the growing interest in Turkish culture, language, and politics
within academic and student circles. However, significant regional disparities in program
availability persist.

Employment for Specialists with Turkish Language Skills

Proficiency in Turkish provides graduates of Russian universities with broad
professional prospects across various fields focused on international engagement,
humanitarian research, and intercultural communication. Command of Turkish enables
graduates to build successful careers in both public sector institutions and private enterprises,
including academia, diplomacy, cultural organizations, and tourism.?*

Among the key professional fields are specialties such as Turkish language instructor,
translator, Turkologist, Orientalist, and area studies specialist focusing on Turkic and Middle
Eastern regions. Advanced language proficiency is essential for diplomats, foreign
correspondents, international relations specialists, political analysts, foreign policy experts,
as well as press secretaries and press attachés who provide informational and communicative
support in international settings. Furthermore, professions in intercultural communication are
in demand, including international project managers, interfaith and humanitarian program
coordinators, international relations assistants, foreign policy consultants, and editors of
international publications. Government service — particularly in agencies interacting with
foreign countries — and the tourism sector remain promising fields, where professionals with

Offers distance Turkish courses combining traditional written materials with multimedia
resources. A distinctive feature includes printed textbooks supplemented with audio
materials, facilitating self-paced learning.

4. Dive Lang (https://www.divelang.ru/) — An online language school (including
Turkish) focusing on developing conversational skills. The program centers on regular
practice with native speakers and professional instructors.

It can be concluded that Russia in 2025 offers a wide spectrum of online resources for
learning Turkish, catering to diverse learning needs and educational formats. This facilitates
the language's further dissemination, expands self-education opportunities, and stimulates
interest in Turkish culture and international communication.

Challenges in Teaching Turkish in Russia

Analysis of studies [11, 12, 13] reveals the following systemic difficulties:

e Personnel Shortage: Lack of qualified instructors (especially native speakers) and
inadequate methodological training.

e Educational Materials: Scarcity of modern textbooks adapted for Russian-speaking
learners; prevalence of outdated grammar-translation methods.

e Linguistic Complexities: Difficulties for Russian-speaking students in mastering
Turkish’s agglutinative structure, SOV syntax, and case system.

e Infrastructural Limitations: Regional disparities in resource access, absence of
language practice opportunities, and lack of standardized programs.

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Thus, the key barriers to teaching Turkish in Russia—shortage of qualified personnel
and non-adapted educational materials—systematically constrain its dissemination despite
growing interest. Resolution requires comprehensive measures: instructor training,
development of modern textbooks, and enhanced academic cooperation with Turkey.

Conclusion

This study of the current state of Turkish language dissemination in Russia has
identified key trends and factors influencing its development.

The geography and scale of language learning have been revealed through an analysis
of regional distribution: the Turkish language is spread unevenly — predominantly in the
southern regions of the Russian Federation, major metropolitan areas (Moscow, St.
Petersburg), as well as in areas with developed business ties with Turkey and significant
Turkic-speaking populations.

Political and institutional factors have manifested in the role of government programs
(such as support for Turkological studies) and the activities of cultural institutions (Yunus
Emre Institute), though their impact is limited by the absence of interstate agreements on
language cooperation.

The educational infrastructure includes programs at leading universities (MGIMO,
SPbU) and online platforms (Turkly), but its development is hindered by a shortage of
native-speaking teachers, a lack of authentic materials, and regional disparities.

Trends and prospects are associated with growing interest among young people in the
Turkish language under the influence of media and digital platforms, but require systemic
support, including methodology standardization and expansion of academic exchange.

Against the backdrop of existing challenges, there is sustained demand for learning
Turkish, creating conditions for deeper language integration and intercultural dialogue.
These findings lay the foundation for comprehensive policies aimed at developing
educational programs, strengthening institutional frameworks, and facilitating social
integration of language speakers. Thus, the Turkish language confirms its role as an
important element of cultural diversity and a tool of "soft power" in Russian society.

The study delves into the problems, emerging trends, and potential solutions for
enhancing rating performance, while also evaluating the influence of these rankings on the
educational policies of both countries, comparative and contrastive analysis, as well as methods of
systematization and generalization.

Discussion and Conclusion. The success of universities in the years to come hinges on their
capacity to adapt to evolving circumstances and overcome emerging challenges. Despite present
obstacles, opportunities for expansion and enhancement exist if universities can leverage existing
resources and integrate innovative practices into their educational programs. This study's findings
offer valuable insights for a thorough examination of issues within regional studies, higher education
pedagogy, sociological research, and the field of international relations practice.

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Abstract

Introduction. In the 20th century, migration processes became an important factor in world
history, their causes are associated with specific political and socio-economic factors. The focus of
the study is to identify the features of the connections between subnational entities of Russia and
China in the first third of the 20th century in connection with the expansion of Russian emigration
from the standpoint of historical and political sciences. The aim of the study is to characterize the
creation and development of a socially, politically and nationally diverse Russian diaspora in Harbin
in the context of historical-political processes, which determines the novelty. The main research
questions involve the analysis of the socio-cultural activity of Russians in Harbin and the nature of
relations between the Russian diaspora and the local Chinese population.

Materials and methods. The materials for the study were published works by Russian and
Chinese scientists devoted to the situation of Russians in Harbin in 1917-1939. Historical and
political science analysis allowed us to identify key moments of the peculiarities of the formation and
development of the Russian diaspora in Harbin and to present a more socio-cultural characteristic of
interethnic relations.

Results. The analysis of the social activity of Russian emigration in Harbin showed the great
role of Russians in the socio-political and cultural life of the city. In general, the emerging
contradictions were resolved, but there was a misunderstanding of the peculiarities of both the
Russian and Chinese mentality. It should be noted that in Harbin the presence of a pre-revolutionary
Russian colony, the presence of infrastructure and Russian institutions influenced the softer socio-
cultural adaptation of Russian emigrants after 1917.
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Discussion and Conclusion. The social and cultural adaptation of Russians in Harbin had a special
character: on the one hand, their own cultural identity was preserved, on the other hand, new forms of
interaction with the local environment were formed in the context of a difficult interethnic, economic and
political situation. However, among Russian and Chinese researchers working on the study of the
adaptation of Russian emigration in Harbin, there was no consensus. The results of the study will be
useful for further study of emigration issues, relationships between large sub-ethnic groups in the context
of studying demographic and migration processes in international relations and politics.

New «Grand» Coalition: Inner Challenges of Modern German Politics
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Abstract

Introduction. As part of the study of the modern German political system, it is important to
analyze the context of the coming to power of a new government coalition and its prospects, based on
the results of the analysis. The study focuses on assessing the level of support for the formed
«Grandy» Coalition, which determines the success of its future legislative initiatives. Special attention
is paid to the changed party composition of the new parliament, the increased number of opposition
deputies, and the role of the new Chancellor and his government in addressing domestic political
challenges in Germany.

Materials and methods. The study analyzes election results data, statements by politicians,
scientific publications, as well as media materials related to the current political situation in
Germany. The causal analysis revealed the facts that influenced the formation of a new government
coalition and its reputation.

Results. The political and party landscape has changed since the 2025 elections. In result German
political parties had to face the task of creating a new government with a very limited choice of its
participants. The «Grand» coalition’s unity was questioned during the process of its formation. In result
many of the decisions the government initiated had failed. Also, the increased number of opposition MPs
in parliament will make it much more difficult for the government to adopt important bills.

Conclusion. The results of the study can be used to further assess the prospects for the work of
the modern German government, analyze errors and possible scenarios for the future development of
the German political and party landscape, and determine the vector of development of relations
between Germany and the Russian Federation in the context of their relations’ «deep-freezey.

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Abstract

Introduction. A scientific school is a historically established form of organization where the
key aspects are not only the generation of scientific ideas, but also the training of new scientists to
preserve traditions, transfer knowledge and ensure the viability of science as a socio—historical
system. Modern science is inconceivable without scientific schools, which are organized groups of
researchers who create and transmit new knowledge and have a mechanism of self-reproduction. A
striking example of such a school in the field of natural sciences is the Department of Physical
Electronics at Peter the Great St. Petersburg Polytechnic University (SPbPU).

Materials and Methods. The theoretical and methodological basis of the research was the
work on the theory of communicative processes in science and the concept of a scientific school. The
works of the staff of the Department of Physical Electronics of SPbPU are widely used. The
following methods were used to identify and analyze the department as a scientific school: systematic,
comparative, historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical periodization method, as well as a
sociological approach that considers a scientific school as a social institution.

Results. An analysis of the activities of the SPbPU Department of Physical Electronics
confirmed its high status as a recognized scientific school with authority both in Russia and abroad.
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The study showed that throughout its history, the department has been headed by reputable scientists
(academicians P.I. Lukirsky, L.N. Dobretsov, M.A. Eremeev, A.R. Shulman), who laid the
foundations of the school. The key characteristics of the school are: the unity of scientific interests,
the relevance of research, the high level of scientific results, the continuity of generations and the
leading role of the leader in the development of new areas of physical electronics.

Conclusion. The organization and activities of the Scientific School of Physical Electronics of
St. Petersburg State University provide training for first-class specialists who demonstrate
outstanding scientific achievements and are internationally competitive. The scientific results of the
department clearly reflect the trends and patterns of development of this scientific school. The
preservation and development of its rich scientific potential is a prerequisite for the further progress
of scientific research in the field of physical electronics.

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Digital State in a Global Perspective:
New Opportunities and Trends of Research
(Review of the Symposium, St. Petersburg, June 23-25, 2025)
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Abstract

The rapid development of digital technologies not only creates opportunities for progress, but
also creates serious challenges and contradictions in society. To discuss them, the events of the joint
conference "Internet and Modern Society" were held in St. Petersburg on June 23-25, 2025. The
article on the results of the conference presents the main areas of work as a whole and, in particular,
the scientific symposium "Digital State in Global Perspective” held within the framework of the 8th
International Conference on Digital Transformation in Governance and Society. The symposium
became a platform for discussing research on the digital state in the global context and interaction
between experts in the field of digital transformation of public administration. The key directions and
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topics of the symposium were digital strategies of international organizations, the development of
digital platforms and ecosystems, artificial intelligence policies, digital diplomacy, Internet
governance, social media in international relations, etc. This issue of the journal "Russia in the
Global World" (Volume 28, Issue 3) publishes articles prepared on the basis of the reports presented
at this symposium and recommended by the IMS-2025 program committee for publication in the
journal. The conference concluded with a Plenary Session, at which participants discussed directions
for further development of the conference and other organizational issues. It can be stated that the
scientific symposium “Digital State in Global Perspective” has the potential to grow from a small
event into a broad platform for further scientific discussion. This event may be of interest to the
expert community, scientists studying the political effects of digital technologies, as well as a wider
audience.
