METIS REBELLION IN THE CONTEXT OF CANADIAN
FEDERALISM

The period of 1860-1890 corresponds in Canada to the process
of forming a young federal state. During this period, the federation of
Canadian provinces was formed, as well as the contours of Canadian
federalism. Undoubtedly, this political concept was interpreted
differently by various political circles of Ottawa, Montreal, Toronto and
Quebec. But unlike eastern Canada, a completely different set of ideas
arose on the Canadian periphery, like in Manitoba, where the majority
of the population at that time were English and French-speaking Metis.
To a large extent, Louis Riel, the leader of the Metis rebellions from
1869—1870 and 1884—1885, became the spokesman and author of these
ideas. In Manitoba and Saskatchewan the ideas popular among the metis
at that time had a definite impact on the future of Canadian federalism,
despite the tragic outcome of the uprisings for this community.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH AT THE MAYA SITE OF
EL ENCANTO (PETEN, GUATEMALA) IN 2018"

El Encanto (Department of Peten, Guatemala) is a site on the
periphery of Tikal, one of the largest Ancient Maya urban centers.
Discovered in 1907 it is famous because of the Early Classic carved
stela but was never properly studied. In 1964 it was reconnaissanced by
Dennis Puleston and a team of Tikal Project who classified it as Class A
“minor center”.

In 2016 El Encanto was re-localized with the help of archaeologists
from Atlas Arqueoldgico de Guatemala. Our work took place in May
and June of 2018 and included mapping and test-pitting program.
Two previously unknown architectural groups were identified. During
test pit excavations in the Southern Group we found early ceramics
(predominantly Late Formative Chicanel, 300 BC—AD 200, and a small
sample of Middle Formative Mamom, 600-300 BC). The development
of El Encanto started with the construction of central plaza that served
as a focus of communal rituals. During the Early Classic 15 m-high
pyramid with at least two funerary chambers was raised. It is possible

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that the erection of Stela 1 (dated to AD 305-308 by Simon Martin)
occurred at the same time.
