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On how Korean Art was looted during Japanese Occupation

Abstract. At the turn of the XIX—XX centuries and during the colo-
nial period (1910—1945) there was a massive opening of tombs on the
territory of the Korean Peninsula. The tombs were excavated by official
research teams from Japanese universities, Japanese amateur archaeolo-
gists, Japanese antiquaries, and Korean robbers who were supplying go-
ods to Japanese antiquities dealers. Japanese completely controlled the
antiques market in Korea.

The beginning of the century is a time of archaeological boom all
over the world. Japanese archaeologists, unable to excavate tombs in Ja-
pan, enthusiastically went to Korea, where they opened tombs under the
auspices of the government to find a historical basis for the colonial poli-
cy of the Japanese Empire. The course of excavations was not documen-
ted, reports and lists of discovered objects were not compiled. Objects fo-
und during official excavations were transported to Japan and ended up
in the collections of museums and in the hands of private individuals,
despite the indignation of the Koreans. Robbers and antiques dealers
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plundered the graves for profit. The finds entered the market, became ex-
pensive souvenirs for Japanese tourists and ended up in the collections of
the Japanese living in Korea and Japan. And there was a massive export
of artifacts from the country.

As a result of the actions of archaeologists and robbers, thousands of
tombs of the Goryeo era were destroyed, and today it is not possible to
determine Goryeo celadons were found, it significantly damaged the stu-
dy of Goryeo ceramics. Many of the finest celadons are in Japanese col-
lections today. The Japanese excavated and destroyed hundreds of tombs
from the Three Kingdoms era, so today the legacy of the states of Gogu-
ryeo, Baekje, Gaya is fragmentary. The damage was caused not only by
the fact that the artifacts were scattered among private collections and ta-
ken to Japan, but also by the fact that Japanese archaeologists did not
compile reports on excavations and lists of discovered items. This article
shows how the tombs were plundered, and what damage was done to the
cultural heritage of Korea during this period.
