Soviet Aid to the Starving Korean Peasantry in 1925

Abstract. For the first time in the Russian historiography, based on previously unknown
archival documents, the article examines the less-researched topic of the relationship
between the Peasants’ International and the Korean peasantry using the example of fi-
nancial assistance to the Korean peasantry affected by the 1925 flood. In 1925, the Ko-
rean peninsula was hit by a powerful flood that brought thousands of peasant house-
holds to the edge of destruction. One of the first to respond to the request for help was
the Peasant International, which started a fundraising campaign in the Soviet Union.
The main objective of this fundraising campaign was to strengthen the influence of the
Peasants’ International on Korean peasant organizations, which would subsequently
lead to the establishment of a link between them and the Peasants’ International. In
spite of all the difficulties faced by this campaign, it achieved its aims. Firstly, the mo-
ney, although it is believed that it was intercepted by the Japanese relief committee,
was delivered to the Korean peasantry and provided some support. Secondly, a certain
influence was still gained, since the fact that the Soviet Union and the Peasants’ Inter-
national were engaged in collecting and sending aid was known both to Korean ne-
wspapers and to members of the socio-religious organization Cheondogyo, which in
1926 became the Korean section of the Peasants’ International.

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North Korean Research in History of DPRK’s Foreign Policy: A Study of Key
Features Represented in an Academic Commentary on Kim Il Sung’s Works

Abstract. This study examines key features highlighted by North Korean researchers in
their investigation of the DPRK’s foreign policy under Kim Il Sung. The analysis focu-
ses on Kim Il Sung’s Complete Works, published from 1992 to 2012, and a 2011 book
on the country’s foreign policy history authored by Gim Hyeong Mo and Ri Gwang
Sam. These historians, who have the unequivocal trust of their superiors, provide a de-
tailed and authoritative account of North Korea's diplomatic strategies and relations.
This book introduces a set of previously unknown factual evidence related to North
Korea’s ties with twenty-two states and inter-state movements throughout the world.
Comparing the 2011 study with a list of diplomacy-related works by Kim Il Sung as
provided in the Complete Works, one would find that the events in this group have in-
deed led several works to join Kim’s personal archive. However, those sources were not
included in Kim’s written heritage at that time, despite nearly a quarter of the said col-
lection reflecting the diplomatic activities of North Korea’s founder. The book by Gim
and Ri should be considered an academic commentary on the Complete Works, given
that the authors offer more comprehensive records of Pyongyang’s diplomatic history,
with particular attention to the early years.

The 2011 contribution considerably broadens the concepts of North Korea’s foreign
relations promoted by the Complete Works. A vast majority of previously hidden facts
represent the history of military assistance North Korea provided to its political allies
in Africa, Asia, and Latin America, while the remaining evidence discloses the
DPRK’s ties with the Soviet Union and China, the country’s principal partners, as
well as political groups in various countries willing to cooperate with Pyongyang. The
academic commentary on the Complete Works introduces better practices of research
for domestic scholars while proving that the DPRK considered developing ties with
Global South nations a primary diplomatic strategy.

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research show that the Imperial government did not have a coherent structural plan for
the accommodation of Eastern immigrant workers. The government largely improvi-
sed, regulating the migration process by issuing various decrees aimed at creating a le-
gal basis for the immigrants. The findings also contradict the earlier Soviet historiog-
raphy hypothesis about the widespread oppression of ethnic minorities in the Russian
Empire. Unlike the Chinese workers who eventually left Russia for Manchuria, the
Korean workers chose to stay in Russia after their contractual obligations expired and
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Early Soviet historiography interpreted the Russian Empire’s interethnic and intercon-
fessional relations as invariably oppressive. According to the ideological postulate of the
Bolshevik state coined by Vladimir Lenin, “The Russian Empire is a prison of peoples
and an absolute evil.” In this context, the study of labor immigration in the first half of
the twentieth century from Northeast Asia, namely from Korea and Manchuria, is of
academic interest, as the process of labor immigration of Koreans from Manchuria and
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China during World War I to Russia, including the Urals, remains an understudied topic
in historical scholarship. In addition, the Korean diaspora in Imperial Russia represents
a unique case because they were not an autochthonous people but came as immigrants
in the second half of the 19th century. Under these circumstances and according to the
Soviet ideological cliché about the universal oppression of all nationalities, the Koreans
should have been one of the most oppressed minorities in the Russian Empire.

The post-communist period offers a fresh chance to re-examine the historical heri-
tage of Imperial Russia with new evidence coming from the previously closed Soviet arc-
hives. As a result, the novel interpretations of the imperial past appear, where the eth-
no-confessional policy in the Russian Empire emerges in a new light as quite flexible,
stable, and aimed at preserving the unity of multi-ethnicity and multi-confessionalism.
This article, based on archival material from the State Archive of the Sverdlovsk Region
(GASO), examines the reasons and conditions for the immigration of Koreans laborers
to the enterprises in the Urals during World War I. The research findings demonstrate
that state authorities in pre-revolutionary Russia welcomed foreign migrants, in our case
Koreans, and provided them with equal rights along with the local Russian population,
which contradicts the Soviet thesis about universal and purposeful oppression of all nati-
onalities in the Empire. The cases of mistreatment of Korean migrant workers uncove-
red by the research focus on Far Eastern Korean entrepreneurs who, acting as the recru-
itment agents between the migrant workers and the hiring company, often took advanta-
ge of their fellow countrymen because they did not speak Russian and did not
understand local laws. In the long run, the actions of these agents had resulted in signifi-
cant financial losses for both the migrant laborers and the hiring companies. In addition,
the high social status, societal influence, and financial capital of these Korean entrepre-
neur-merchants, all of whom were first-generation migrants to the Russian Empire, cast
a shadow on the historical validity of the perpetual ethnic oppression that supposedly
characterized the Russian Empire.

At the same time, it is important to note that many Koreans did experience nationa-
list hostility firsthand while living in Russia. However, it is also instructive to emphasize
that these nationalistic outbursts were symptomatic of the Soviet, and not the Imperial,
period of Russian history. These incidents were the unfortunate byproduct of the state
policy of industrialization and collectivization when masses of people were forcibly
uprooted and moved across the vast expanses of the USSR as slave laborers, which ine-
vitably led to clashes between local residents and the newly arrived workers. The Soviet
authorities made strenuous efforts to mitigate this problem, albeit not always successful-
ly [Son, 2023, pp. 173—208].

This study focuses on the following aspects: the legal basis for the use of Korean im-
migrant workers, their social environment, working and living conditions, and conflicts.
The knowledge of these aspects reveals another previously unknown historical page and
adds it to the historical canvas of the lives of Koreans in the Russian Empire, the USSR,
and the Russian Federation.

The Russian imperial government adhered to the following guidelines in implemen-
ting state migration policy. The policy towards certain confessions and peoples was fle-
xible and pragmatic in accordance with the ad hoc principle, i.e., depending on the cir-
cumstances. The government practiced extensive cooperation with local elites, who
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mostly received the rights of the Russian nobility and were included in the administrati-
ve system of the empire. The Empire emphasized the predominance of social assimilati-
on over ethnic assimilation proper, which positively affected the political loyalty of the
integrated societies and their leaders. It also prioritized ethnic and confessional toleran-
ce in the absence of discrimination, and even created some advantages in the legal posi-
tion of “foreigners” compared to Russians [Mironov, 2017, pp. 115—186].

In the Russian Empire, the mass resettlement of Koreans in the early twentieth cen-
tury was a matter of concern to the authorities and the public. The hard-working and
enduring Koreans adapted to harsh conditions despite the hardships of the assimilation
process. At the same time, they were a cheap labor force. Until 1915, Koreans were allo-
wed to work in the Far East and Siberia, excluding the Ural Mountains [Park, Bugai,
2004]. Depending on the historical period, Russian archival documents grouped the
Chinese and Korean migrants under the titles “yellow race,” “orientalists,” or a combi-
nation of “Chinese and Koreans.” Therefore, most of the documents refer to both Chi-
nese and Koreans. However, the attitude of the Russian authorities toward Koreans dif-
fered because, unlike Chinese, Koreans were allowed to apply for Russian citizenship
[RGASPI. Fund 82. Case 1265. Inv. 2. pp. 34—33].

The first information on the Koreans in the Urals, particularly in the Perm provin-
ce, is mentioned in the newspaper Perm Province Bulletin dated June 2, 1904. Due to
the war with Japan in the Far East (1904—1905), the Russian authorities did not allow
Japanese subjects to stay in the war zone to avoid cases of Japanese espionage. The go-
vernment of the Russian Empire issued a document signed by the emperor on the “Pro-
visional Regulations on Prisoners of War in the Russo-Japanese War” [Kamenskikh,
2014, p. 28].

On June 2, 1904, a party of 478 Japanese civilians from the Russian Far East came
to Perm. They were ranked as prisoners of war by the Russian authorities: among them
were 308 men, 150 women, 20 children, as well as 13 Chinese and 15 Koreans. The arri-
val of another party consisting of 409 Japanese, Koreans, and Chinese was shortly ex-
pected. Newly arrived Koreans were settled in Perm (57), Nytva (17), Kamyshlov (9),
and Ohansk (9). By October 22, 1904, the number of Koreans in Perm amounted to 298
people. After the end of the war, Koreans could return home, but all who wished were
allowed to stay [ Kamenskikh, 2014, pp. 29—30].

In Soviet-Russian historiography, researchers only mentioned the presence of Ko-
reans in the Urals in 1914—1917. Kim Siing-hwa notes that Alexandra Petrovna
Kim-Stankevich worked as an interpreter at the Urals factories where there were thou-
sands of Korean workers at the time [Kim, 1965, p. 91; Aleksandra Petrovna..., 2008,
pp. 23—24].

Boris Park writes that during the Civil War and foreign intervention (1918—1923),
there were up to seven thousand Koreans in the European part of Russia and about five
thousand in Western Siberia. Korean laborers worked in eighteen cities of European
Russia: Moscow, Petrograd, Bakhmut, Kharkov, Taganrog, Yekaterinoslav, Alexand-
rovsk, Yekaterinodar, Rostov-on-Don, Novocherkassk, Pyatigorsk, Armavir, Kiev, Ast-
rakhan, Tsaritsyn, Saratov, Ufa, and Orenburg. Small groups of Korean workers were
also present in Tashkent, Baku, Kurgan, Chelyabinsk, Tyumen, Yekaterinburg, Vyatka,
Vologda, Yaroslavl, and Arkhangelsk [Park, Bugai, 2004, p. 131].
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In 2008, Bella Park wrote about Alexandra Kim-Stankevich's revolutionary activiti-
es in the Urals. Presumably, in 1915—1916, Kim-Stankevich arrived at the Nadezhdins-
kii logging site as an interpreter among Chinese and Korean workers. According to the
recollections of Kim Siyan, who worked in the Urals at that time, it follows that
Kim-Stankevich was loved and respected by the Chinese and Korean workers because
she defended their interests against the factory management. In the days of the February
Revolution of 1917, Kim-Stankevich joined the ranks of the RSDRP(b) and soon beca-
me one of the leaders of the “Union of Urals Workers,” which included many Korean
and Chinese workers [Aleksandra Petrovna..., 2008, pp. 23—24].

In 2014, Mikhail Kamenskikh published a monograph based on documentary sour-
ces from the Perm archives on the specifics of the formation, growth, and development
of the Korean ethnic group in the Perm region in the 20th and early 21st centuries. He
described in detail the stay of Koreans as prisoners of war during the Russo-Japanese
War and provided a brief note about the migration of Koreans during World War I. In
this book, much attention is given to the modern period of the history of Koreans living
in Perm [Kamenskikh, 2014].

In 2021, a group of academics, including Andrei Avdashkin (Chelyabinsk State
University, Chelyabinsk); Alexei Antoshin (Ural Federal University named after the
first President of Russia Boris Yeltsin, Yekaterinburg); Mikhail Kamenskikh (Perm Fe-
deral Research Center of the Ural Branch of RAS, Perm); Sung-jae Lim, Irina Musino-
va, Sergei Smirnov (Ural Federal University named after the first President of Russia
Boris Yeltsin, Yekaterinburg); So San-bom (Busan University of Foreign Languages,
Busan); Valerii Thai (Deputy Chairman of the Ekaterinburg City Public Organization
“National Cultural Autonomy of Russian Koreans,” Yekaterinburg); and Irina Fan (In-
stitute of Philosophy and Law, Ural Branch of RAS, Yekaterinburg), conducted rese-
arch on the role of diaspora communities in the socio-economic and cultural develop-
ment of Russia and Korea in the twentieth century. They published a monograph entit-
led “Russians in Korea and Koreans in the Urals: History and Modernity” [Russkie v
Koree..., 2021, p. 192]. In the section on Koreans in the Urals, there is no information
about Koreans from Manchuria and China who worked at the factories of the Yekate-
rinburg region during World War 1. The next wave of Korean migration to Russia occur-
red during World War I, when the Urals factories experienced a shortage of workers due
to mobilization. For the first time, this article introduces documents from the State Arc-
hive of the Sverdlovsk Region on the legal status of Korean workers, their social status,
working and living conditions, and the conflicts with the factory management and local
authorities involving Korean workers.

This article relies on methods that allow for a comprehensive analysis of the role of
Eastern immigrant workers in the host community, namely historical, source study, and
textual analysis. The problems of Eastern workers are considered from the perspective of
the principles of historicism within the framework of the systematic approach. This met-
hodology made it possible to analyze the relationship between the authorities of the Rus-
sian Empire and foreign immigrants based on the archival lists of Korean workers who
arrived from Manchuria and China to the Urals.

Theory: This study draws on the theoretical insights of a number of existing works
on immigration, immigrant integration, and ethnic economies, including, but not limi-
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ted to, the work of Jose A. Cobas [Jose, 1987, p. 143—161], “Ethnic Enclaves and Mid-
dleman Minorities. Alternative Strategies of Immigrant Adaptation?”, the theory of im-
migrant enclaves proposed by Alejandro Portes and Robert D. Manning in The Immig-
rant Enclave: “Theory and Empirical Examples” [Portes, Manning, 2012, p. 216—227].

Methods: The chronological analysis allows us to trace the evolution and changes in
immigration policy and identify the cause-and-effect relationships between these chan-
ges. The legal framework of Russia's imperial migration policy and the normative frame-
work for the political status of Korean immigrants were studied using a normative ap-
proach. To address the tasks set in the study, statistical analysis, following the methodo-
logy of descriptive statistics, was used based on official statistical resources, laws, and
government documents.

Legislative Basis for the Use of Korean Labor in the Urals

With the outbreak of World War I, Russia’s domestic situation changed dramatical-
ly. Conscription led to a significant reduction in the number of workers in various indus-
tries in the Urals, Central Volga region, and Central Russia. As a result, the idea arose to
replace the conscripted Russian workers with laborers from Asian countries, specifically
Chinese and Koreans.

On March 15, 1915, in Petrograd, at the meeting of the Council of Ministers, the
conditions for the use of “yellow race” labor in Russia were considered. These rules
came into force on April 4, 1915. On April 22, 1915, the Minister of Trade and Industry
received a petition from the General Directorate of the Estate, Prince S. Abamelek-La-
zarev, for the delivery of several thousand Chinese and Korean workers to the Urals at
the expense of the treasury. The petition stated that the Kizelov coal mines of Prince
Abamelek-Lazarev, if provided with 3,000 workers, could increase the monthly produc-
tion of coal by 3 million poods [Kitajskie rabochie..., 2010, p. 25].

In the circular of the Police Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs dated
August 31, 1915, number 41283, signed by Prince Shcherbatov, it was noted: “To Go-
vernors, Town Governors and Chiefs of Regions. By agreement with the Ministry of Fo-
reign Affairs and on the basis of Article 158 of the Statute of Ministries, it is recognized
as necessary, temporarily, until a special order, to allow unimpeded passage into the
Empire of those Chinese subjects, as well as Koreans, who are invited to work for our
metallurgical or coal mining enterprises, on the condition that these persons present
their national passports, provided with a visa from our consular authorities. This visa
must specify the name and surname of the person sent to Russia, his age, his nationality,
as well as information on which factory or mines the person is invited to work at. No ot-
her passport formalities established for the Chinese and Koreans by the existing laws or
orders of the higher local authorities, not excluding the obligation to exchange the docu-
ments by which they were admitted inside the Empire for Russian tickets, are not obli-
gatory for the persons of the mentioned category”. [Kitajskie rabochie..., 2010, p. 25].

There were petitions and requests from various regions asking for permission for
workers from the Republic of China and the Empire of Japan to enter European Russia.
On October 26, 1915, the governor of Perm province, Lozina-Lozinskii, issued a Man-
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datory Resolution “On the Conditions of Admission to Work in the Industrial and Mi-
ning Enterprises of Perm Province of Chinese and Korean Workers.” This document
applied only to one province, including the Nizhne-Tagilsk and Lunevsk district admi-
nistrations. The petitions for the right to bring workers from Manchuria to the Tula pro-
vince and the Donets Basin were rejected. The decree also forbade the employment of
Chinese and Koreans who did not have national passports with visas from Russian con-
sulates. The Perm governor personally approved a sample of the settlement books that
established the conditions for the hiring of Chinese and Koreans. The terms of employ-
ment and internal regulations were approved by the district engineer or factory inspector
and had to be obligatorily translated into a language understandable to each worker [Ki-
tajskie rabochie..., 2010, p. 26].

Food and work equipment provided against wages could be issued by the enterprise
only at prices approved by the mine or factory supervisors. It was forbidden for other
factories to outsource Chinese and Koreans, who were specifically brought to work at
the expense of the hiring enterprises. The Eastern workers hired to work in private enter-
prises of mining industries, as well as other industrial enterprises, had to obey the general
rules of the internal order on an equal basis with the Russian workers. This included the
length and distribution of working hours and the observance of all company manage-
ment rules. Unauthorized avoidance of work, early demands for changes in terms of em-
ployment, and leaving work before the end of the term established in the employment
contract were categorically forbidden. The supervision of compliance with the terms of
this mandatory decree and the drawing up of protocols in case of violations were entrus-
ted to the officials of the Mining and Factory Inspectorate and the police. Eastern wor-
kers who violated these terms were subject to administrative fines of up to 3,000 rubles or
arrest for up to three months [GASO. Fund 621. Case 292. Inv. 1. p. 40b.].

On December 10, 1915, Governor Lozina-Lozinskii issued a new, expanded Man-
datory Resolution titled “On the Conditions of Admission of the Chinese, Koreans, and
Persians to Work in Industrial, Mining, and Other Enterprises, for the Purchase of Fo-
rest Materials, as well as for Hire from Private Individuals within the Confines of the
Perm Province” [GASO. Fund 621. Case 292. Inv. 1. pp. I—30b]. This document indi-
cates that Persian nationals were added to the list of Chinese and Korean workers, and
the scope of foreign labor was also expanded. The conditions for the admission of fore-
ign workers to the Perm province became stricter regarding the required documents for
entry into Russia and the certificates of medical examination for the workers. The initial
experience of accepting Oriental workers revealed that many of them had fraudulent do-
cuments and were deemed unreliable [GASO. Fund 621. Case 292. Inv. 1. pp. 1—3o0b].
The responsibility for strict control of documents was placed on the recruitment agents
who hired and delivered the Eastern workers. This document requirement did not apply
to individuals who already resided in Russia and had received certificates of trustworthi-
ness from the police. Additionally, the importation of workers of other nationalities into
the Perm province through intermediaries without special permission from the governor
was prohibited.

The decree from December 10, 1915, consisted of twenty-six paragraphs detailing
the conditions for admitting Chinese, Korean, and Persian workers into the Perm pro-
vince. It also repealed the decree issued on October 26, 1915 [GASO. Fund 621. Case
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292. Inv. 1. pp. I—30Db]. A key requirement in this document was that those responsible
for delivering foreign workers for specific jobs were obliged to recruit and bring to the
Urals only those workers with the skills needed by the company that ordered the foreign
workforce. If the worker brought in lacked proper documents, had documents in someo-
ne else's name, or did not possess the required profession, the contractor was obliged to
deport the worker immediately at the contractor's expense after drawing up a report. If
the “person to be removed” had been taken into custody by that time, the recruitment
agent had to cover the costs of escorting the worker back to his homeland [GASO. Fund
621. Case 292. Inv. 1. pp. 1—30b].

Each agent bringing Chinese, Korean, and Persian workers to the Perm province
was required to make a deposit of no less than 1,000 rubles (for 500 people) to the local
police department for each individual enterprise. Two rubles were to be paid for each
worker. Settlements with hired workers were to be based on pay slips [GASO. Fund 621.
Case 292. Inv. 1. pp. I—30b]. From the moment the payroll was issued, the workers were
considered accepted by the company, and the agents who had delivered them were
exempt from further liability. If the workers were not admitted to the enterprise, the
agents were obliged to return them home at their own expense.

The heads of enterprises were strictly forbidden to employ: “1. those sick with con-
tagious and ‘sticky’ diseases; 2. individuals in working conditions dangerous to life or
harmful to health, without implementing the necessary precautions; 3. to allocate pre-
mises previously occupied by sick individuals without thoroughly disinfecting them, un-
der the responsibility of a doctor” [GASO. Fund 621. Case 292. Inv. 1. pp. [—30b].

The heads of enterprises were required to maintain interpreters fluent in both Russi-
an and the native language of the workers, at a rate of at least one interpreter per 100
workers. Additionally, enterprises were required to keep a sufficient number of guards, at
their own expense, to maintain order and tranquility among the workers, as well as to
guard the workers and prevent their escape, both at the workplace and during transpor-
tation. Factory management was obligated to provide the local police with information
about all Chinese, Koreans, and Persians who had arrived, including their numbers, and
to submit their documents within twenty-four hours. All documents of foreign workers
were to be kept in the company's office and were not to be given to the workers under
any circumstances. At the end of the hiring period, Eastern workers were to be sent
home in an organized manner. Each enterprise was to establish a special fund to cover
the cost of transporting these workers home, amounting to 30 rubles per foreign worker.
This amount was to be withheld from the workers' earnings during the first six months of
employment. Furthermore, it was emphasized that workers should not be lured from
one enterprise to another [GASO. Fund 621. Case 292. Inv. 1. p. 2]. The responsibility
for overseeing adherence to the rules of this mandatory decree, maintaining work order
in industrial and mining enterprises, and preparing protocols for any violations fell to
factory officials and the Mining Inspectorate, while the local police were responsible for
other violations of the mandatory decree.

On May 1, 1916, the governor of Perm Province introduced amendments to his
mandatory decree issued on December 10, 1915. The new requirements aimed to en-
hance the control exercised by local authorities. Korean and Chinese nationals arriving
in the region were to be transferred from the recruitment agents to the factory managers.
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It was the responsibility of those employing these foreigners to report all new arrivals
within a 24-hour period and to maintain a daily record of all Oriental workers in the
company. The document emphasized that the transfer of Chinese and Koreans from one
employer to another was permitted only with special permission from the governor or
his commissioner, granted on a case-by-case basis. Violations of this ordinance were
subject to administrative penalties of up to 3,000 rubles, arrest, and imprisonment for up
to three months [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 8—9].

On March 15, 1916, the Russian Council of Ministers adopted Rules consisting of
ten articles regarding the use of Korean and Chinese labor in the Empire. The Rules sti-
pulated that the closest supervision over the recruitment of the “Yellow Immigrants,” as
well as reference and intermediary activities, was to be entrusted to the Reference Bu-
reaus on the Labor Question in Vladivostok and Khabarovsk, under the authority of the
Governor-General of Priamursk. These bureaus would also establish offices in Harbin,
at the Manchurian Station, and other locations. The third article granted a privilege to
the Yellow Immigrants, stating that “instead of national passports being taken away and
sent to the place of work, the Party Chief will be given a certificate of identity” at the
border point. This article significantly facilitated the entry of foreigners from Manchuria
and China into the Russian Empire.

On September 27, 1916, additional rules for the use of “yellow race” labor were int-
roduced. According to these rules, such labor was permitted in the European part of the
empire, with the exception of the war zone. Workers received several benefits, including
the following:

1) Russian passports were replaced by national passports with visas obtained at the
Harbin Consulate General;

2) Transportation by railroads was provided in individual cars at the IV class tariff;

3) Food rations were provided at stopping points along the way;

4) Free medical care was available;

5) The right to duty-free passage for articles of clothing, footwear, household imple-
ments (boilers, grates, mats, blankets, etc.), and work tools intended for the workers;

6) The right to duty-free passage on the return of their earnings, regardless of the
amount [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 10—120b.].

Thus, the legislative basis for using the labor of Asian workers in Russia, in general,
and in the Urals, in particular, was formed during the process of employing foreign labor
as a forced measure caused by World War I. The resolutions issued on the use of Korean
labor affected various aspects, including the passport regime, transportation of workers
to their workplaces, working conditions, wages, food, and accommodation. All legislati-
ve and administrative decisions emphasized that the working conditions and wages of
Korean workers should be exactly the same as those of Russian workers.

Koreans and Russian Passports

An interesting document discovered in the State Archives of the Sverdlovsk Region
is the report of a worker recruitment agent named Ponosov, who was sent to the Far
East by the Bogoslovskii Mining District. The author of this report made an agreement
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with recruiting agents, or local entrepreneurs, namely Nikolai Kim, a merchant of the
Vladivostok second guild; Ivan Kham; Mikhail Ogai; and Yakov Kim, a peasant of Yan-
chihinskaia volost’, Krabe village, Primorskaia oblast’. These agents organized a part-
nership for the recruitment of workers from China. They were all naturalized, assimila-
ted ethnic Koreans who became Russian citizens, lived on the outskirts of Vladivostok in
the Korean slobodka, had their own houses, and were engaged in large enterprises such
as logging, excavation work, and transportation.

Interestingly, Ponosov specifically emphasized that Nikolai Kim had no property
(movable or immovable), but enjoyed great popularity among the Korean people
[GASO. Fund 45. Case 263. Inv. 1. p. 7]. Ponosov's point about Kim is both intriguing
and contradictory because Kim was a second guild merchant. According to the reform
of 1785, a second guild merchant was supposed to have declared capital ranging between
5,000 and 10,000 rubles. This merchant rank also allowed for the ownership of commer-
cial riverboats, industrial plants, and factories. Many Koreans had become wealthy by
the beginning of World War 1. For example, Ivan Kim, who lived on Blagoveshchens-
kaia Street, and Nikolai Kim, who interacted with Ponosov, owned houses in Vladivos-
tok on Fontannaia, Kitayskaia, and Komarova Streets. Nikolai Tsai had houses on Ale-
utskaia and Pekinskaia Streets, and Elisei Khan owned houses on Svetlanskaia and La-
zareva Streets [Petrov, 2001, p. 46, 135, 218, 295]. It appears that Ponosov misled the
administration of the Bogoslovskii Mining District, either intentionally or unintentio-
nally.

Further, Ponosov writes: “Why did I choose Koreans? Because they are the only
ones who can guarantee a good day's work. Besides, according to the information I gat-
hered during my travels across the Korean-Chinese border to forest concessions, I saw
and heard that most Koreans are better woodcutters and gardeners than the Chinese.
For other work, however, they are unfit and worse than the Chinese. For logging, the
Chinese are not strong enough and generally do not like to work in forest concessions. |
have received all of this information from more knowledgeable people in the field”
[GASO. Fund 45. Case 263. Inv. 1. pp. 1—80b].

According to Ponosov, Koreans willingly worked at enterprises with Russian mana-
gement and refused to work for Japanese and Jews. Korean workers especially loathed
the Japanese, who forced them to abandon their homeland and live in Russia on Russi-
an passports. Before concluding a contract to recruit Koreans in accordance with the
Perm governor's information circular on Chinese, Koreans, and Persians having natio-
nal passports, Ponosov asked the vice-governor of the Primorskii region for clarificati-
on. He was informed that Koreans enjoyed special rights with the Russian government
and were issued passports signed by Russian consuls and vice-governors, granting them
the right to reside throughout the Russian Empire. Koreans were issued annual pas-
sports at the vice-governor's office and paid eight rubles for each passport with a photo
at the governor's cash desk. Koreans were also taken to regions forbidden to the Chine-
se and Persians, such as the Donets Basin and the region of Tula. At the end of the pas-
sport validity period, they were allowed to obtain a new passport at the office of the go-
vernor of the province where they lived and worked [GASO. Fund 45. Case 263. Inv. 1.
pp. 1—8ob].
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Labor shortages during World War I were felt around the world. The competition in
the Chinese labor market was incredibly intense. Thousands of Chinese workers were
sent to England and America, causing prices to soar. If the cost for recruiting one worker
was 40—50 kopecks in 1915, including skilled laborers, then by 1916 the cost had risen
to 2 rubles for skilled laborers, and the price of recruitment for an unskilled laborer rose
to 1 ruble or more. In 1914, the average monthly salary of a single (non-married) male
worker was 36 rubles in the Russian Empire, and a cow could be bought for 3 rubles
[GASO. Fund 45. Case 263. Inv. 1. pp. 1—80b].

These recruitment prices provide evidence of how much the local Korean recruiters
earned for their middleman recruiting services. On May 2, 1916, a contract for the sup-
ply of one thousand healthy, hard-working, and knowledgeable lumberjacks for the Na-
dezhdinskii Plant was signed by Ponosov, the director of the blast-furnace shop of the
Nadezhdinskii steelworks, the Bogoslovskii mining district, and the following recruit-
ment agents: the two Kims, Ham, and Ogai. After the arrival of Korean workers in the
Bogoslovskii Mining District, a contract was made between the same hiring agents and
the Bogoslovskii Mining District Directorate on August 3, 1916 [ GASO. Fund 45. Case
263. Inv. 1. pp. 1—8ob].

According to the contract, the 1,000 workers were distributed as follows:

1) 600 woodcutters were assigned to the Petropavlovsk forestry. The monthly felling
norms were 8§ cubic fathoms from October 1 to March 1, and 9 cubic fathoms per worker
from March 1 to October 1.

2) 400 workers were assigned to other jobs in the district, paid in accordance with
the established rates in the contract. The workers had pay-books in the statutory form,
in which the terms of employment, advance payments, fines, etc., were recorded
[GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 8].

In this contract, the working and living conditions of the workers were specified in
detail. It is important to note that workers received free meals from the company while
they were meeting their logging quotas. The felling norms were as follows: from Octo-
ber 1 to March 1, 8 cubic fathoms per month, and from March 1 to October 1, 9 cubic
fathoms per month. Each worker received the following provisions: flour — 10 pounds;
salted fish (the cheaper kind) — 15 pounds; lean butter — 4 pounds; millet — 10 po-
unds; common cabbage or potatoes — 25 pounds; salted meat — 4 pounds; salt — 2 po-
unds; and various supplies (in money or in kind) — 1 pound. (For Koreans, the felling
rate was reduced from 9.66 cubic meters to 9 cubic fathoms) [GASO. Fund 45. Case
274. Inv. 1. p. 8].

According to the terms of the contract, 24 rubles per month were paid for each wor-
ker. The recruitment agents were required to deliver 4,800 cubic fathoms of firewood per
month from October 1 to March 1, and 5,400 cubic fathoms per month from March 1 to
October 1. If the specified norm was reduced by 10 %, the industry management had the
right to demand that the agents replace the underperforming workers with others within
one to one and a half months. Sick workers received free treatment and meals during
their illness [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. p. 8].

Strict control was established over the distribution of provisions. If surpluses of food
were found to be given to other workers, the industry management could reduce the
food rations. Workers were expected to build houses for themselves at their places of
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work. When workers went on strike or refused to work, they were denied food and evic-
ted from their homes. Within ten days, the recruitment agents were required to replace
these workers [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. p. 9].

The firewood harvested was accepted by the management office twice a month:
from the Ist to the 5th and from the 15th to the 20th. The office was required to have a
sufficient number of accountants and clerks to account for and oversee the work of the
loggers. Within three days, data on the receipt of firewood, workers' calculations, and
payment lists were to be generated. In the event of a delay, the recruitment agents were
fined 100 rubles [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. p. 9].

The work of Korean workers at logging sites was marred by several issues: they did
not receive their wages on time, were unaware of the amounts they should be paid for
their labor, and did not understand the deductions made from their wages. As a result,
the Korean workers were anxious and unable to work in peace. Eventually, the Korean
recruitment agents proposed to the county office that all payments be made directly to
the Korean workers, bypassing the recruitment agents who were causing excessive prob-
lems and commotion [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 9—10].

On October 1, 1916, the contract from May 2, 1915, was terminated at the request
of the Korean workers. The reason given in the document was that the recruitment
agents were unable to arrange for timely payment and to explain to the workers how
much was being withheld from their wages and for what, as well as how much they were
entitled to for their labor [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 9—10]. Koreans who
worked in the Bogoslovskii mining district were, for the first time, contracted directly by
the district. Eventually, all Korean workers hired by the agents under the contract of
May 2, 1915, were ceded to the Bogoslovskii Mining Company, and the obligations bin-
ding the recruitment agents to that department were terminated. The agents received a
commission of six rubles for each worker, totaling 1,500 rubles (250 people). The rema-
inder of the money was applied to settle the agents’ debt to the County Administration,
amounting to 26,098 rubles and 94 kopecks. The Korean recruitment agents left an outs-
tanding debt of 45,000 rubles with the Bogoslovskii Society. According to the contract,
this amount was to be withheld from the Korean workers [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274.
Inv. 1. pp. 12-120b.]. It appears that only the Far Eastern Korean recruitment agents
Nikolai Kim, Ivan Kham, Mikhail Ogai, and Yakov Kim benefited from this business
endeavor, making substantial profits. They were completely dishonest with their fellow
countrymen, the mining company, and the local administration. Large sums of money
were owed to the latter, while the Korean workers were also in debt, losing thousands of
rubles of their hard-earned income.

Korean loggers could get a return ticket to Harbin in the 4th class train after two
years of work, and only the top 10 percent of workers got it after one year. The directo-
rate was obliged to give return tickets to everyone who cut 100 cubic fathoms in a year,
thereby encouraging Koreans to work harder and return home sooner. Koreans were
also paid extra money for cleaning logging sites and burning litter and branches at 5 ko-
pecks per cubic meter cut, which was not introduced for other foreign workers [GASO.
Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. p. 11]. The district administration saw Koreans as hardwor-
king, disciplined, and law-abiding workers and treated them fairly favorably.
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Qualifications and Discipline of Korean Workers

Among the Koreans were many people who had not previously engaged in physical
labor, much less logging. These included a graduate from a mining school in America,
two paramedics, and several tradesmen and other professions. These people had nothing
to do with laboring. Some Koreans had come from their homeland in search of easy
profits and thought that in Russia they would be fully provided for and receive a salary in
exchange for not doing much work. When they were forced to perform manual work,
they turned out to be incapable of it, and began to agitate their comrades, inciting them
to make all sorts of demands, urging them to stop working altogether if their demands
were unsuccessful. Considering this circumstance and to prevent further misunderstan-
ding with Koreans, the bailiff of the Nadezhdinskii plant was instructed to immediately
begin identifying the instigators and agitators causing confusion among Koreans, and to
arrest these Koreans one by one, under the guise of transferring them to other jobs, to
protect order [GASO. Fund 45. Case 274. Inv. 1. pp. 12—20].

According to the terms of their contracts, at the end of the one-year term of work,
Korean, Chinese, and Persian workers were entitled to a return fare of 30 rubles, 10
rubles travel money, and 4 rubles 50 kopecks for the days of awaiting remuneration to
be sent home, for a total of 44 rubles 50 kopecks paid from the funds of the Bogoslovs-
kii mining and processing society. At the same time, they were offered an alternative to
stay and work in Russia as free workers. The archival documents reveal that most Ko-
rean workers who worked at the Bogoslovskii mining district preferred the second opti-
on. A document dated June 30, 1917, narrates how the 89 Korean workers of the
Bogoslovskii mining district expressed a desire to stay in Russia and work as “free” la-
borers on an equal footing with the Russian workers. They were sent to the No-
vo-Spasskii workshops at the Nadezhdinskii plant. On July 15, 1917, forty-five Korean
workers who labored at the Filkinskaia coal enterprise also expressed their wishes to
stay in Russia. The same day, sixty-two Korean workers of the blast furnace shop at the
Nadezhdinskii plant decided to become free workers in Russia [GASO. Fund 45. Case
1. Inv. 1099. p. 8]. Finally, on July 22, 1917, thirty-six Korean workers with their fore-
man-translator Kim Chan-bok of the Bogoslovskii mining district, after completing a
year's stay, received return fares, board, and other payments, but chose to stay in Rus-
sia. The list with the names of 177 Korean workers who stayed in Russia is stored in
the State Archive of the Sverdlovsk region [GASO. Fund 45. Case 1. Inv. 1099. p. 15,
150b., 16, 18, 180b., 19].

Conflicts Involving Korean Workers

However, the harsh working conditions did not suit Koreans everywhere. The wor-
king year was 350 days. Korean workers were given 15 days off per year—five obligatory
non-working Russian holidays and, at their request, no more than 10 days for Korean
holidays. The working day lasted 10.5 hours, plus time for lunch. A Korean laborer had
to work 3,570 hours per year, an average of 1,000 hours longer than the work year in the
Ural mining plants during the late 19th and early 20th centuries [Fund 621. Case 301.
Inv. 301. pp. 88—880b.]. It should be noted that the police of the Russian Empire were
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instructed not to use force against the Eastern workers. This decision was made by the
governor of the Verkhoturskii district, who expressly demanded that all conflicts be re-
solved peacefully through persuasion and negotiation.

The report of the Verkhoturskii district officer to the Governor of the Perm region
details an incident where 588 Koreans, hired by the Morozovskii and Nadezhdinskii fo-
restries, stopped working on June 1, 1916. They demanded their monthly wages for June
and the abolition of timber-cutting norms. However, all Koreans were provided with
shoes and clothes in lieu of their wages, which exceeded their monthly earnings. The
monthly wood-cutting rate of nine cubic meters for Koreans proved too demanding due
to the unfamiliar nature of the work. Additionally, the report notes that the stipulation
to work for wages rather than piecework led them to believe that regardless of their out-
put, they should be paid their wages in full according to the contract. For instance, Ko-
reans from the Morozovskii forestry took goods worth 7,000 rubles from the first day of
work and produced firewood worth only 2,500 rubles. Due to this significant expenditu-
re and very low labor productivity, the forestry department refused to pay their salaries
or release other products on account of their wages. This refusal caused dissatisfaction
among the Koreans, leading to their demands for the abolition of the firewood chopping
norms and the payment of wages [Fund 621. Case 301. Inv. 301. pp. 88—880b.]. On
June 19, 1916, 180 Koreans at the Nadezhdinskii forestry district did not report to work
and demanded an increase in their wages, a revision of their wood-cutting rates, and
better nutrition. The Koreans' mood was volatile and could have easily escalated into a
riot. On June 20, foodstuffs (sea cabbage and chum salmon) were received from Vladi-
vostok for the Korean workers, as ordered by the factory management. With these provi-
sions supplied, the workers agreed to continue working under the same conditions
[Fund 621. Case 301. Inv. 301. pp. 88—88o0b.].

The bailiff of the Nadezhdinskii plant reported that on June 26, 27, and 30, 1916,
forty-nine Korean workers from the Bogoslovskii mining district stopped working, de-
manded changes to the terms of their contracts, and became instigators among other
Korean workers [Fund 621. Case 301. Inv. 301. pp. 88—880b.]. On July 9, 1916, the
main agitators were arrested and jailed under Article 21 of the Law of Order. The leader
of this unrest was Filipp Son, a peasant from the Nikolsk-Ussuriskii district [Fund 621.
Case 301. Inv. 301. pp. 90—900b.]. According to a law passed on December 10, 1915,
the arrested individuals were to be deported to Korea without the right of return to Rus-
sia. Unfortunately, it is impossible to trace the fate of this group of Koreans further thro-
ugh the Russian archives. Nevertheless, the arrest had an immediate pacifying effect on
the remaining Korean workers, who became more compliant and resumed their work. It
is instructive to note that the Korean workers were not afraid to fight for their rights, and
the local government and imperial police refrained from using force. Instead, the autho-
rities consistently pursued a policy of negotiation and reconciliation. As a result, Kore-
ans were offered contract terms similar to those of Russian workers.

Conclusion

The thesis of the oppression of non-Russian nationalities in tsarist Russia and the
accounts of the allegedly cruelly exploited Eastern workers, which were prolific in Soviet
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historiography, are refuted by this research. The studied reasons and conditions of the
immigration of Koreans as a labor force to the enterprises of the Urals during World War
I allow us to draw the following conclusions: 1. The legal framework and the peculiariti-
es of the Russian Empire’s immigration policy for the use of Korean workers allowed
them not only to obtain Russian domestic passports but also to work in any industry and
in any region of the Russian Empire without returning to their homeland. 2. It is inst-
ructive to emphasize that the working and living conditions of Korean workers were
comparable to those of Russian workers. 3. Among the Koreans who came to the Russi-
an Empire were representatives of different social classes. Most were peasants without
professional education, but there were also some educated Koreans, craftsmen, etc. The
latter category had the most difficulty adapting to hard manual labor. 4. Conflicts prima-
rily arose due to the employer transferring immigrant workers from one job to another
lower-paying job. Additionally, recruitment agents often committed errors, perhaps
even intentionally, in billing statements and did not properly instruct the workers about
their rights and responsibilities. Nevertheless, Korean workers were successful in defen-
ding their rights, while the local government and the police refrained from using force.

This study reveals only a small part of the history of Korean immigrants in the Urals
during the pre-revolutionary period. At that time, Yekaterinburg was one of the centers
of the revolutionary labor movement. Korea was colonized by Japan, and Japanese aut-
horities persecuted and brutally suppressed any attempts at resistance. Future research
could explore how those Korean immigrants who voluntarily stayed in Russia became
actively involved in the revolutionary struggle. In their memoirs, many Korean commu-
nists reflected that they became revolutionaries under the influence of local Russian re-
volutionaries in the Urals and actively participated in the 1917 Revolution and the an-
ti-Japanese struggle in the Far East.

Spread of Shintoism in Korea During the Colonial Period

Abstract. This article examines the religious policy of the Japanese Empire in Korea
during the colonial period 1910—1945. The goal of the Japanese government was to
assimilate the Korean population and strengthen the cult of the emperor, which was
necessary to maintain control over the population. To this end, the General-Govern-
ment began to pursue a policy of subordinating and establishing control over religious
organizations in order to increase the role of Shintoism (the “original Japanese religi-
on”) in the Korean society. Gradually, Shinto lost its religious significance and began
to play an ideological role both in Japan and in colonial Korea. Since the 1930s const-
ruction of Shinto shrines begun, schoolchildren got involved in ceremonies. The policy
was accompanied by quite harsh measures and was not accepted by Korean youth as
expected.

Comments on the Conclusion of the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership Treaty
between the Russian Federation and the DPRK

Abstract. Following the visit of Russian President Vladimir Putin to North Korea, a Com-
prehensive Strategic Partnership Treaty between the Russian Federation and the DPRK
was signed. This event goes beyond bilateral relations and impacts the regional security ar-
chitecture. This article examines the events leading up to the treaty's conclusion and ana-
lyzes its core aspects, especially sections on potential military cooperation, which have ca-
used considerable concern within the “international community.” It demonstrates that the
new Treaty reduces rather than exacerbates tensions on the Korean peninsula.
Additionally, the article outlines other agreements signed and assesses subsequent coo-
peration between the two countries, including within the Moscow—Beijing—Pyongy-
ang triangle. It explores how the Treaty will affect the DPRK's policy towards South
Korea. The reactions to the Agreement, including the complications in relations bet-
ween the Russian Federation and the Republic of Korea and their future prospects, are
also considered.

On one hand, the Treaty has significantly strengthened cooperation between the two
nuclear powers, which the collective West seeks to label as “rogue states.” On the other
hand, the perceived threat to the existing security architecture is overstated. The article
on military cooperation between the two countries restrains tension rather than encou-
rages it, and there was no blatant disregard for UN Security Council sanctions. Much
now depends on the response of the United States and the Republic of Korea, which
will determine the extent to which regional tensions will escalate.

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Abstract. This article seeks to examine the rationale behind the decision of the United
States, China, and Russia to impose sanctions against North Korea together with the
incentives to comply with the principles of the sanctions regime or not to comply with
them. The convergence of their initial self-interests allowed the establishment of the
UNSC Sanctions Regime. However, this institution was unable to ensure compliance
with its norms and principles. Consequently, primarily due to the intensification of
great-power contradictions, China and Russia appeared to lose interest in maintaining
the Regime, particularly in light of their rivalry with the US. Conversely, the US de-
monstrated a tendency to exploit the Regime.
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From 2006 to 2017, the United Nations Security Council (UNSC) adopted a series of
resolutions establishing and maintaining the sanctions regime against the Democratic
People's Republic of Korea (DPRK) and its nuclear and weapons of mass destruction
(WMD) related programs (hereinafter—the Sanctions Regime). As has become evident
in recent years, the restrictions failed to achieve their primary objective: preventing
North Korea from obtaining and developing nuclear capabilities, which would have a
detrimental impact on peace and security in the Asia-Pacific region, as well as on the
principles of the Non-Proliferation Treaty and, to some extent, on the framework of
global governance. Moreover, increasing tensions between major veto-wielding mem-
bers of the UNSC, namely Russia, China, and the US, have hindered the efficiency of
the adopted measures and significantly decreased the probability of future consensus on
this matter. The further escalation of the Ukrainian crisis in 2022, which had a profound
impact on Russia-US relations, contributed to Moscow's firm stance against further en-
forcement of the anti-North Korean sanctions. It became evident that the initial unani-
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mity among the veto-wielding members of the Security Council had dissipated: Russia
and China expressed their opposition to the extension of the mandate of the Panel of
Experts 1874, a significant supporting institution within the UNSC, which served as an
overseeing body of the regime. In these circumstances, the discrepancy between the po-
sitions of UNSC members towards the Regime deepened, resulting in an almost unbrea-
kable stalemate that hindered the maintenance and even the existence of the Regime.
The primary objective of this research is to determine why the major veto-wielding states
started to undermine or continue to support the Sanctions Regime against the Demo-
cratic People's Republic of Korea by analyzing changes in their perception of the North
Korean issue and the Regime itself.

Theoretical Framework: Threat Perception

As sanctions (both unilateral and collective) have become an increasingly common
foreign policy practice, their academic conceptualization has been refined. Gary Huf-
bauer defined economic sanctions as “deliberate, government-inspired withdrawal, or
threat of withdrawal, of customary trade and financial relations,” and explained them as
actions taken by the sender aimed at compelling the target to undertake actions that the
latter is typically disinclined to perform by reducing and limiting economic collaborati-
on [Hufbauer, 2007, p. 10]. Usually, through sanctions, the sender tries to effect specific
foreign policy goals: modest changes in the target’s policy; the target’s regime changes or
destabilization; disruption of the target’s military adventures; impairment of military po-
tential, limiting the target’s capability to advance weaponry; and other major policy
changes [Hufbauer, 2007, pp. 66—73].

The sheer scale and variety of restrictions imposed on the DPRK by the UNSC, to-
gether with the elaborate institutionalization of those restrictions, prompt the use of
another well-established research framework, namely, the theory of international regi-
mes designed by Stephen D. Krasner. He introduced the concept of international regi-
mes to facilitate an understanding of cooperation in areas where formal institutions are
insufficient and defined regimes as “sets of implicit or explicit principles, norms, rules,
and decision-making procedures around which actors’ expectations converge in a given
area of international relations” [Krasner, 1982, p. 186]. Principles are fundamental goals
or objectives of a regime, norms are shared expectations and standards of participants’
behavior, rules are proscriptions for actions of regime members, and decision-making
procedures refer to the mechanisms and processes that are used to make and implement
collective decisions within the regime [Krasner, 1982, p. 186]. Principles and norms
(P&N) represent the fundamental variables of any regime and should remain constants
for a regime to function according to its original goals. Any alteration to P&N may alter
the regime and render it dysfunctional.

We assume here that it is possible to detect the erosion of the Sanctions Regime if it
can be proven that its participants deviate from the original principles and norms. Addi-
tionally, Krasner identified a set of causal variables that can explain changes within a re-
gime. Among them, two are particularly important: egoistic self-interest and political
power. The convergence of independent states’ egoistic self-interest leads to regime cre-
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ation, where each state abandons independent decision-making in favor of joint decisi-
on-making [Krasner, 1982, p. 196]. In other words, the regime as an international insti-
tution may influence the behavior of states, providing strong incentives for them to work
toward 'common good' goals even if these goals differ from or contradict their national
interests. Alternatively, these '‘common good' goals may in fact become the states’ natio-
nal interests.

However, if self-interests change, states’ willingness to comply with a regime’s rules
can diminish, altering their behavior and attitude towards the regime. Oran Young pro-
posed the idea that a more powerful state can impose a regime as a means of reinforcing
its hegemony by inducing others to conform to the requirements of this regime through
a combination of coercion, cooptation, and the manipulation of incentives [Young,
1982, p. 284]. However, such regimes are prone to decay if the effective power of a do-
minant actor diminishes (or, as in our case, if a dominant actor — be it the US relative
to Russia and China, or the UNSC relative to other states — does not possess the effec-
tive capability to coerce others to comply with the norms and rules). He assumed that
changes within such a regime can occur due to shifts in the underlying structure of po-
wer and its redistribution among regime actors.

Outlining the basic framework, we can employ Hufbauer’s and Krasner’s definitions
of sanctions and international regimes to describe and highlight the principal characte-
ristics of the UN sanctions. In the case of the UNSC Sanctions Regime against North
Korea, the sender is the UN Security Council, while the target is North Korea. Here, we
must highlight an important feature: the Security Council is not a homogeneous entity;
it consists of states with different approaches to security issues. Thus, the political objec-
tives of its sanctions represent a middle ground reached via consensus and unanimous
voting, diverging from the initial goals of the states involved. These “averaged” goals
were mentioned in the preamble of Resolution 1718, outlining the principles of the San-
ctions Regime. It can be argued that the UN Security Council primarily aimed at major
changes in the DPRK's policy and tried to force Pyongyang to comply with the NPT,
stating that “the international regime on the non-proliferation of nuclear weapons sho-
uld be maintained” and recalling that “the DPRK cannot have the status of a nucle-
ar-weapon state” [Resolution 1718, 2006, p. 1]. Moreover, the resolution noted that the
North Korean nuclear test had “generated increased tension in the region and beyond”
and that it had become “a clear threat to international peace and security” [Resolution
1718, 2006, p. 1]. Thus, the Security Council invoked Chapter VII of the UN Charter,
which is devoted to responding to peace-threatening actions, to justify the establishment
of sanctions against the military capabilities of the North. Therefore, it can be posited
that the Sanctions Regime was also aimed at impairing Pyongyang’s military potential in
order to curb North Korean activities endangering regional and global stability. As for
the norms of the Regime, the UN Resolutions explicitly indicated that all member states
shall comply with the imposed sanctions and maintain the Regime. Initially, all mem-
bers sought to comply with its norms and objectives, as they were created as a result of
the convergence of their interests, but later their positions towards the Regime altered,
leading to its erosion.

Besides states’ self-interest and power, there is yet another variable that can impact
the sender’s attitude towards the regime: the perception of threat from the target. While
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the balance of power theory draws a direct correlation between a state’s power and the
threat it can pose, the balance of threat theory assumes that even a powerful state can
cause no alarm among its competitors if it does not pose a threatening intent. Converse-
ly, a smaller and less powerful nation may be perceived as more threatening if its govern-
ment is considered to have threatening intentions [Walt, 1987]. Stephen Walt identified
four major variables that can influence states’ perception of the level of threat: aggregate
power, geographic proximity, offensive capabilities, and the perception of other nations'
intentions. The combination of these factors can incentivize a state to cooperate with
another to retaliate against or balance a possible threat. Since survivability is the main
interest of a state, we assume that by assessing how VWMs perceive the threat from
North Korea, we will be able to determine whether they have preserved incentives to
support the Regime or, alternatively, to withdraw their support.

As stated in the UNSC 1718 Resolution, “proliferation of nuclear, chemical, and
biological weapons, as well as their means of delivery, constitutes a threat to internatio-
nal peace and security” [Resolution 1718, 2006, p. 1]. Thus, this threat was perceived
not as a direct threat to the national security of a given state, but as a common threat to
the existing world order. Therefore, we add this indirect threat to Walt's four-factor
‘threat mix’ that would ultimately impact VWMSs’ attitude towards the Regime.

Country-specific Threat Perception

The US’s Perception of Threat

Prior to the establishment of the Sanctions Regime in 2006, successive US adminis-
trations did not seem to perceive the DPRK’s nuclear program as an existential threat to
national security, but rather as a threat to international peace and security. Such an atti-
tude followed the logic of Charles Krauthammer’s lasting ‘Unipolar Moment’ [Kraut-
hammer, 2002], which implied that the US was the absolutely dominant (if not the sole)
power in international politics and thus was capable of “advancing not just American,
but global ends” while others would do America's bidding since “no one wants to be left
at the dock when the hegemon is sailing” [Krauthammer, 2002, p. 17]. In other words,
in the eyes of American policymakers, the US’s national interests (and, thus, threat per-
ception) constituted the world’s interests.

Yet, neither Bill Clinton’s administration's engagement with the DPRK, which cul-
minated in the “Agreed Framework” in 1994, nor the post-9/11 ‘global war on terror’
declared by George W. Bush’s administration (which was preceded by an infamous ‘Axis
of Evil’ speech in which the newly elected president publicly blamed Pyongyang for “ar-
ming with missiles and weapons of mass destruction while starving its own citizens”
[Bush, 2002]) could counter that threat. The “Agreed Framework” effectively broke
down in 2003, and while the White House’s demands for the ‘complete, verifiable, irre-
versible dismantlement’ of all nuclear activity in North Korea under the Bush administ-
ration did establish the rhetorical framework for a possible solution (the abbreviation
CVID would gradually transform into the ‘complete, verifiable, irreversible denucleari-
zation’ and was partly reproduced in Resolution 1718, which demanded that the DPRK
should “abandon all nuclear weapons and existing nuclear programs in a complete, veri-
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fiable, and irreversible manner” [Resolution 1718, 2006, p. 2]), it did not provide for
such dismantlement. Over time, Washington politicians adopted a policy of “wait and
see,” believing that North Korea would collapse in a manner similar to the Soviet Union
[Ogden & Anderson, 2008, p. 74].

However, following the successful demonstration of the DPRK’s nuclear capabiliti-
es and the continued development of intercontinental ballistic missiles, the possibility of
a nuclear conflict on the Korean Peninsula and a subsequent nuclear threat to the US
(as well as to its regional allies) became a real concern.

At this stage, all the direct threat factors except intentions had a “low impact” on
the perception of threat level. The power and offensive capabilities of the DPRK, which
had suffered economically after the end of the Cold War and several years of famine,
were no match for the US-led military forces in the region. Geographic proximity, or in
this case geographical remoteness, in the absence of a long-range ICBM, remained an
insurmountable obstacle. Regarding intentions, the DPRK openly positioned its nuclear
development as targeted against the US and its allies. Consequently, Washington could
not ignore this factor and was forced to counter the DPRK’s actions, thus this variable
can be labeled as having a “high impact” on the threat level.

Besides, the indirect threat to the world’s peace and security was further fueled by
concerns over the development of WMD technologies among rogue states that might
have transferred them to terrorist organizations [US NSS, 2002]. An overall assessment
of the threat perception mix is provided in Table 1.

The establishment of the UNSC Sanctions Regime in 2006, initiated by the United
States, represented a significant triumph of American foreign policy. The principles and
norms of the newly imposed Sanctions Regime partially aligned with the United States'
foreign policy objectives. As the Bush administration shifted from unilateral and multila-
teral engagement towards international economic pressure, the Sanctions Regime beca-
me an important tool for the United States in its efforts to eliminate the North Korean
threat. However, at the dawn of the Sanctions Regime, the hawkish stance of the United
States laid the groundwork for its future erosion. The United States made no secret of its
desire to destroy North Korea's ruling system and hoped to use international sanctions
for this purpose. Repeatedly, the United States attempted to empower the Regime to
strangle the North Korean economy, but these initiatives were consistently rejected by
the PRC and the Russian Federation, who perceived the possible dissolution of the
DPRK as a threat to their security.

The eighteen-year duration of the sanctions regime has yielded no benefits for the
United States, as the imposition of sanctions on North Korea has not resulted in any
meaningful change in that country’s behavior. B. Obama, D. Trump, and J. Biden, who
succeeded G. Bush as presidents of the USA, were unable to devise a comprehensive
strategy towards North Korea. Obama's approach, which he termed “strategic patien-
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ce,” emerged in the aftermath of the global economic crisis. It involved a reduction in
diplomatic engagement with Pyongyang in response to its provocations and an intensifi-
cation of pressure and isolation of Pyongyang by the international community [Obama,
2010]. However, this approach failed to generate sufficient pressure to compel Pyongy-
ang to abandon its WMD development. Furthermore, in the 2010s, the United States
and China engaged in a rivalry that compelled Washington to adopt a policy of “Reba-
lance to Asia and the Pacific.” This policy aimed to counterbalance China's growing inf-
luence, thereby diverting attention from North Korea.

D. Trump, who employed a rather flamboyant approach to North Korea, also failed
to find a solution to the stalemate. Against the backdrop of the 2017 escalation, Trump
simultaneously expressed a willingness to personally negotiate a way out of the nuclear
crisis directly with Kim Jong-un and used verbal threats against North Korea and China.
At the same time, he called for “maximum pressure” and advocated a rejuvenation of
diplomatic talks [Huxley, Schreer, 2017]. Moreover, he aspired to “strike a great deal”
and resolve the nuclear issue at once [Kim, 2020], but the United States was not prepa-
red to discuss the preemptive withdrawal of sanctions, which the DPRK considered a
cornerstone for future negotiations. As a result, four turbulent years of his presidency fa-
iled to improve the situation, likely convincing North Korea to accelerate its WMD de-
velopment.

The outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic and the change in the US administration
stalled all activities on the US-DPRK track. By the beginning of 2021, Biden’s adminis-
tration formulated a “calibrated, practical, measured” policy towards the DPRK. It en-
compassed maintaining pressure on North Korea while being open to engagement,
aiming for denuclearization yet accepting step-by-step agreements, and incorporating
and leading alliance partners on the nuclear issue [Richey, 2021]. Nevertheless, it beca-
me evident that the US lost interest in bilateral negotiations with the DPRK, as growing
tensions with Russia and China became a more important challenge to American fore-
ign policy.

Despite the change in priorities, the United States has consistently demonstrated its
support for the UNSC Sanctions Regime, as the DPRK’s nuclear programs remained
an existential threat to the US and the US-led world order. On several occasions, they
have tried to implement additional sanctions, but these attempts were blocked by Russia
and China. At the same time, proposals by Russia and China to partially lift sanctions on
humanitarian grounds have been roundly rejected by the US. Furthermore, since the
outbreak of the active phase of the Ukrainian crisis in February 2022, the United States
has repeatedly blamed Russia for undermining the Sanctions Regime and breaking its li-
mits, due to alleged weapon trade between Moscow and Pyongyang. In March 2024, the
US blamed Russia for vetoing the prolongation of the Panel of Experts 1874 and sought
to create a new international group with more than 50 countries to coordinate intelli-
gence, counter-proliferation efforts, and relevant legislation to enforce sanctions policy.

For the past 18 years, North Korea has persisted in its military development despite
the imposition of international sanctions and restrictions. The threat from the DPRK to
the US has undergone a rapid transformation. The balance of threat model posits that
four main variables impact threat perception. In the recent year, Pyongyang demonstra-
ted the existence of newly created conventional and nuclear weaponry that could pose a
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significant threat to South Korean and American forces deployed in the region [Council
on Foreign Relations, 2022]. Additionally, it has significantly expanded its cyberwarfare
capabilities, which can be employed to fund illicit WM D-related programs and used as
an offensive tool [Manyin, Nikitin, Rennack, 2024]. While the overall aggregated
strength of North Korea is currently of a “low” impact on the perceived level of threat, it
is important to recognize that its offensive capabilities have undoubtedly increased, with
a correspondingly “high” threat to the US.

As for geographic proximity (remoteness), which has precluded the DPRK from at-
tacking the US using conventional weapons, North Korea has partially overcome this
obstacle by developing new ICBMs. Currently, the DPRK has the capacity to target the
US mainland, as well as its overseas bases, including Guam, and all of Japan and South
Korea. Consequently, we assess the impact of proximity to be of a “medium” level. With
regard to hostile intentions, the DPRK continues to present its nuclear arsenal as prima-
rily defensive. However, given its harsh rhetoric towards the United States and South
Korea, these actions have a significant impact on the level of threat. Moreover, North
Korea has declared that it would consider the use of nuclear weapons as a preemptive
response to any attack on the Kim regime [Issuing a Decree..., 2022]. Given that the
DPRK lacks the capacity to verify the possibility of an attack on North Korea, it can be
assumed that Pyongyang would be willing to use nuclear weapons even in the event of
credible rumors of an attack [Asmolov, 2024a].

In conclusion, the intensifying threat posed by the DPRK forces the US to endorse
the sanctions regime as the sole means of influencing Pyongyang, given the failure of
different unilateral and multilateral formats (overall changes in threat perception are
provided in Table 2).

The PRC’s Perception of Threat

The People’s Republic of China has consistently demonstrated a profound interest
in the Korean Peninsula. As one of its closest allies, North Korea has been regarded as a
vital asset for Chinese security, serving as a bulwark against U.S. military forces deploy-
ed on the Korean Peninsula. Therefore, the importance of a stable and allied DPRK was
always paramount, and the maintenance of the status quo was one of the main objectives
of Chinese foreign policy towards Korea.

In the mid-1990s, the PRC openly expressed its strong opposition to a nuclear
North Korea. The development of weapons of mass destruction programs could lead to
heightened tensions between North Korea and the United States, potentially drawing
China into a military conflict [Ji, 2001]. To forestall such scenarios, Beijing sought to
position itself as a pivotal actor capable of addressing the DPRK’s nuclear program.
China succeeded in persuading the United States, Japan, and South Korea that its role
is important for the peaceful resolution of the ongoing crisis [Yi, 1995]. Moreover, Chi-
nese ambitions to display its ‘international responsibility’ and to improve bilateral relati-
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ons with the United States encouraged Beijing to play a more proactive role regarding
the nuclear issue [Shulong & Xinzhu, 2008].

At an early stage, China’s involvement in the resolution of the North Korean nucle-
ar issue was mainly connected to geographic proximity, which had a “high” impact on
the threat perception. Nuclear advancement of the DPRK could have led to a nuclear
war near Chinese borders, and in the case of an incident, Chinese territory might have
been exposed to radioactive fallout. With regard to the aggregated strength and characte-
ristics of capabilities, China has never assumed that the North Korean nuclear arsenal
could be aimed at China, and it is clear that the DPRK’s conventional capabilities were
inferior to the Chinese.

As for the intentions, China perceived North Korean actions, including nuclear
tests and aggressive rhetoric towards the United States, Japan, and South Korea, as a
threat to the status quo in the region. However, the DPRK has never demonstrated any
hostile intentions towards the PRC, which were backed up by any military action. Ne-
vertheless, the DPRK has undoubtedly posed a threat to Chinese relations with other re-
gional actors. Consequently, we posit that the intentions of the DPRK have a “low to
medium” impact on the threat level, while the indirect threat has a “medium to high”
level of impact (see Table 3).

From 2006 to 2024, relations between China and the DPRK have fluctuated. By
2009, China had likely concluded that it had no possibility of averting North Korean
nuclear programs, as the DPRK had repeatedly expressed their importance for the Kim
regime. Following several rounds of economic sanctions and the collapse of the
Six-Party Talks due to the inability of parties to reach any kind of agreement, China be-
came much more interested in the preservation of Pyongyang’s regime rather than in
helping the international community, namely the US and its allies, to solve the nuclear
issue [Lee, 2014].

A short shift towards a more hardline policy can be traced after the inauguration of
Xi Jinping in 2012. During his first visit to the Korean Peninsula, Xi met with South Ko-
rean officials but did not visit the North. Simultaneously, Beijing started to characterize
its relationship with Pyongyang as “normal relations between states” rather than a “blo-
od alliance” [Kim, 2018]. Furthermore, at about the same time, Jang Song-Thaek, a
significant intermediary between China and North Korea, was executed, which, accor-
ding to some assessments, could have also contributed to the deterioration of Chi-
na-DPRK relations [Jiang, 2019]. Most importantly, the nuclear tests of 2013 and 2016
were perceived by the Chinese side extremely negatively, as they undermined regional
stability. The development of the DPRK’s WMD programs has encouraged the US and
its allies to strengthen their military capabilities in the region, undermining China’s se-
curity. As a result, Beijing has increasingly cooperated within the Sanctions Regime, try-
ing to punish the DPRK for its reckless behavior.
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The situation underwent a significant transformation in 2018, with China becoming
marginalized in the political détente on the Korean Peninsula. The rapid de-escalation
of US-DPRK relations and Trump’s approach of “maximum engagement” may have
instilled concerns in Beijing that it might be excluded from the settlement of the Korean
issue. Consequently, the PRC actively engaged with North Korea, resulting in a series of
high-level meetings between Xi and Kim. Additionally, Xi provided Kim with a sta-
te-owned Boeing 747—400 to travel to the Singapore summit, which Xi had used him-
self [Frohman, Rafaelof, Dale-Huang, 2022].

The failure of the US-DPRK negotiations ultimately led to a deeper integration of
North Korea into the Chinese sphere of influence. Concurrently, the intensification of
the US-China trade conflict eliminated any motivation for Beijing to support Washing-
ton’s position in the UNSC. Prior to this, China had attempted to enhance its regional
image and improve relations with the US, but by the late 2010s, the prospect of political
normalization had been lost. As a result, the PRC became more reluctant to maintain
the Sanctions Regime.

The restrictions imposed by the UN resolutions were abided by (with reservations)
state-owned and large private Chinese companies wary of becoming the target of secon-
dary US (not UNSC) sanctions. However, Beijing was much less eager to control the
mass of small businesses engaged in barely licit or overtly illicit activities [ Leshakov, So-
lovyov, 2023, p. 24]. The PRC's official response to the request of the Panel of Experts
under the UNSC Sanctions Committee 1718 (on the DPRK) regarding the brands of al-
coholic beverages supplied from June to October 2022 for the amount of more than $3.2
million is indicative. Specifically, China responded that “alcoholic beverages are not on
the list of items prohibited for export to the DPRK, and the Resolution didn’t authorize
the Panel to interpret the scope of luxury goods” [Report, 2023, p. 74]. China’s official
response, cited verbatim in the Report of the Panel, strongly rejected all wrongdoing on
Beijing’s behalf and consistently rebuked experts for using “unreliable information”
[Report, 2023, pp. 227—234].

In May 2022, China and Russia vetoed U.S. proposals to strengthen sanctions aga-
inst the DPRK. China has also suggested that the DPRK's missile tests occurred as a
response to the U.S.-Korean military exercises [United Nations, 2022]. Furthermore,
China’s decision to abstain from the vote to extend the mandate of the Panel of Experts
1874 exemplifies its opposition to the Sanctions Regime. This signals a significant shift
in Beijing’s stance on the North Korean nuclear issue, indicating that it no longer sees
the Regime as aligned with its interests.

As for the balance of threat model, eighteen years have slightly affected the Chinese
perception of threat from North Korea. Geographic proximity is a constant, always ha-
ving a “high” level of impact on the threat perception. Aggregated strength and state of-
fensive capabilities have remained at a “low” impact. Due to the comprehensive UN
sanctions, North Korea can obtain scarce commodities only from China, which acco-
unts for over 90 % of its foreign trade, making it dependent on Beijing. Regarding the
DPRK's offensive capabilities, there is no evidence that its armed forces have been posi-
tioned for conflict with China. As for the intentions, they had a relatively “low” impact.
The dissolution of U.S.-Korean accords and the deterioration of inter-Korean relations
have compelled Pyongyang to maintain its alliance with Beijing, which has the effect of
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reducing the perceived threat. At the same time, the DPRK's aggressive rhetoric toward
the United States and South Korea may lead to another deterioration of the situation
and have a negative impact on China's relations with the USA. Therefore, it can be con-
cluded that currently, the level of perceived threat is determined only by geographic pro-
ximity and indirect threat factors (see Table 4).

Russia’s Perception of Threat

The profound political and economic crises in the final years of the Soviet Union
significantly influenced the evolution of Russia’s stance on the North Korean nuclear is-
sue and its subsequent approach to the Sanctions Regime. The Russia-DPRK relations
were predominantly driven by political and ideological motivations and subsequently di-
minished as the Soviet Union, and later Russia, faced economic difficulties. By the time
of the first North Korean nuclear crisis, Russia had largely distanced itself from the poli-
tical settlement and was mainly left outside of political processes in the 1990s.

Prior to the creation of the Regime in 2006, Moscow actively reengaged in negotia-
tions on the nuclear issue. The Russian Foreign Ministry proposed a “package soluti-
on,” calling for the denuclearization of the Korean peninsula and the provision of secu-
rity guarantees to the DPRK. In the Six-Party Talks format, Russia focused on reaching
a consensus with all parties involved to find a peaceful solution. However, when the
DPRK conducted a nuclear test, Moscow supported the establishment of the UNSC
Sanctions Regime, despite previously opposing sanctions, as such pressure, if unsucces-
sful, would leave no other options but the use of military force.

Russia’s willingness to endorse the Sanctions Regime was influenced by a number of
factors. Moscow explicitly declared that it would not consider the DPRK a nuclear po-
wer, as this would contribute to the destruction of the NPT. The preservation of the
NPT regime remained a priority for Moscow [Putin, 2000], as the continuation of
North Korea’s nuclear program could theoretically lead to a military conflict. By voting
for the Regime, Russia expressed its concern regarding Pyongyang’s provocative actions.
Additionally, it was a direct consequence of Russia’s desire to strengthen its internatio-
nal image and improve relations with the United States.

As for the model of balance of threat, the major incentive for addressing the nuclear
issue was its geographic proximity to the DPRK. Possible malfunctions of North Korean
nuclear sites near Russia’s border could cause an ecological crisis in the Russian Far
East, while a military conflict, which might have arisen as a consequence of North Ko-
rean brinkmanship diplomacy, could have resulted in a humanitarian catastrophe. Con-
sequently, this variable consistently exerted a “high” level of influence. Regarding aggre-
gated strength and offensive capabilities, the Russian side did not consider these to be
significant concerns, attributing them a relatively “low” impact. Given the overall poor
conditions of the DPRK economy and the chronic lack of modern weaponry, North
Korea was unable to pose a significant threat to Moscow’s interests. With regard to hos-

tile intentions, the DPRK has never positioned its nuclear arsenal as directed towards
Russia. However, the possibility of escalation in the region could have resulted in a dete-
rioration of security, and the DPRK's actions provided the US-led alliances with a ratio-
nale for enhancing their military presence in the region, thereby reducing Russia’s secu-
rity. For the overall assessment of the balance of threats for Russia prior to 2006, see
Table 5.

By the early 2010s, Russia seemingly lost interest in the resolution of the North Ko-
rean issue. During the presidency of D. Medvedev, Moscow sought to enhance its diplo-
matic ties with Western countries and considered North Korea’s provocations detrimen-
tal [Toloraya, 2014]. Consequently, it tried to distance itself from Pyongyang. A source
in the Kremlin even referred to North Koreans as “crooks and swindlers” and blamed
them for using “bluffing, threatening, and blackmailing” in an interview with the Russi-
an news agency Ria Novosti. As a result, Russia repeatedly supported the implementati-
on of the UNSC Resolution. However, following the temporary stabilization of the situ-
ation on the Korean Peninsula and the onset of the Ukrainian Crisis, Russia’s approach
to North Korea underwent a notable shift.

The significant deterioration of Russia’s relations with Europe and the US, which
had been trying to influence Moscow's policy towards Ukraine, led to Russia’s much
more active pursuit of the “pivot to the East” policy. This shift resulted in a visible in-
tensification of Russia-DPRK relations and a series of visits and meetings between offi-
cial representatives of the two countries [Asmolov, Zakharova, 2020]. Nevertheless, the
harsh response to the nuclear test indicated that Moscow still placed greater value on its
international obligations than on improvements in political relations and the develop-
ment of economic ties.

The most significant shift in Russia’s approach to the DPRK and the Sanctions Re-
gime began in 2022. The deterioration of relations with the United States prompted
Moscow to reconsider its position toward Pyongyang. The U.S. policy of exerting maxi-
mum pressure on Russia through sanctions and the inconclusive Putin-Biden summit in
Geneva led to a substantial breakdown in diplomatic ties between the countries and
eventually to the launch of Russia’s special military operation in Ukraine. Russian offi-
cials have indicated that Moscow is becoming increasingly disinclined to adhere to the
norms of the regime: Marat Khusnullin, Russia’s deputy prime minister, has publicly
discussed the possibility of engaging North Korean construction workers in Donbass; ot-
her senior Russian officials, including Oleg Kozhemyako, governor of the Primorsky
Krai, and former Defense Minister S. Shoigu, have presented Kim Jong-un with various
weapons, including rifles, swords, body armor, and a reconnaissance UAV [Panel of Ex-
perts..., 2024]. It is evident that these actions are not comparable to Chinese circumven-
tions of sanctions, but they should be acknowledged as explicit violations of the establis-
hed Regime.
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Overall, the development of Russia-North Korean relationships has significantly af-
fected the threat level perceived by Russia. In the framework of the balance of threat
theory, only geopolitical proximity remains a significant contributor, having a “high” le-
vel of impact on threat perception. Aggregated strength, offensive capabilities, and hos-
tile intentions have lost their influence and now have a “low” level of impact. Even the
indirect threat has diminished in importance due to comprehensive rivalry with the Col-
lective West, now exerting a “medium to low” impact (see Table 6 for the overall asses-
sment). This assumption is supported by the removal of a paragraph devoted to the Ko-
rean peninsula from the latest edition of the Concept of the Foreign Policy of Russia,
indicating that solving the North Korean nuclear issue is no longer a significant objecti-
ve [The Concept of the Foreign Policy..., 2023].

In these circumstances, it is less likely that the Russian Federation will comply with
the limitations of the Sanctions Regime. It remains debatable whether Russia will open-
ly dismantle the Regime. While it seems probable that the Russian government will con-
tinue to abide by major UNSC restrictions and will not support North Korea’s WMD
programs, there is little chance that it will return to discussions regarding additional san-
ctions [Asmolov, 2024b]. Nevertheless, should Moscow’s relations with the “collective
West” normalize in the near future, it is possible that Russia may once again sacrifice its
bilateral ties with North Korea for the sake of potential political concessions from the
U.S. and the EU.

Structural Threats as the Key Factors of Regime’s Erosion: in Lieu of Conclusion

An analysis of the perceived direct threat is not sufficient to describe all the incenti-
ves that may have led veto-wielding states to join the Sanctions Regime initially. The
main reason for the erosion of the regime appears to be the aggravation of great-power
contradictions. In other words, the regime as an institution was unable to irreversibly su-
bordinate the egoistic aspirations of states to the proclaimed principles and norms inten-
ded to ensure the “common good” (i.e., Pyongyang’s compliance with the NPT and the
denuclearization of the Korean peninsula). The DPRK merely created a structural pre-
requisite for the manifestation of such aggravation by demonstrating the regime's inabili-
ty to ensure the achievement of these goals even in the context of maximum consensus
among the UN Security Council members.

Compared to direct threats to UNSC member states from the DPRK's nuclear pro-
gram, structural and strategic factors that do not directly depend on the DPRK's con-
duct—such as the danger of nuclear weapons proliferation, the formation of the “strate-
gic confrontational triangle” involving the US, PRC, and RF, and the sharp aggravation
of the confrontation between the Russian Federation and the “collective West” —now
have a much greater impact on the veto-wielding members’ attitudes towards the sancti-
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ons regime. These factors have influenced the attitude of each UN Security Council
member towards the regime to varying extents.

This is especially true for the People’s Republic of China, which is North Korea's
most important partner and is widely recognized as a crucial actor in the eventual de-
nuclearization of the Korean peninsula. Over the years, Beijing has developed a rather
ambiguous stance on the DPRK nuclear issue. On one hand, it has consistently sought
to promote the denuclearization of North Korea, repeatedly voting in favor of new sanc-
tions packages. On the other hand, China has maintained close economic ties with Py-
ongyang, ultimately undermining the Sanctions Regime. This ambiguity may be linked
to a possible indirect threat stemming from the development of the DPRK’s nuclear
programs.

North Korean actions have posed a significant challenge to the Non-Proliferation
Treaty (NPT) since the early 1990s, undermining not only the treaty's core objective of
preventing the proliferation of nuclear weapons but also the image and credibility of
nuclear-armed states. One potential consequence of such illicit actions could have been
the proliferation of nuclear weapons in the region. Pyongyang's actions might have ser-
ved as a catalyst for other states to pursue similar pathways, leading to an increase in the
number of nuclear-armed nations.

In such a scenario, the most significant threat would likely come from Taiwan,
which, by acquiring nuclear weapons, could guarantee its independence from the Peop-
le’s Republic of China. Similarly, South Korea and Japan might begin pursuing nuclear
capabilities, given their demonstrated capacity to develop military nuclear programs in
a relatively short period. It is evident that such arsenals would significantly diminish
Chinese security, as they would likely be integrated into the U.S. military presence in
the region.

Furthermore, other states with weaker economic capabilities compared to Tokyo,
Seoul, or Taipei might seek to obtain weapons of mass destruction (WMDs). As regio-
nal rivalry between the Chinese and American governments intensifies, an increasing
number of countries may be motivated to follow the DPRK's example to ensure their
survival in the event of a military conflict. Given that China has territorial and maritime
disputes with neighboring countries such as Vietnam and the Philippines, the latter
might pursue nuclear weapons as a means of deterring Beijing. It can be reasonably pre-
sumed that China's initial decision to align with the United States on the North Korean
nuclear issue and support the Sanctions Regime was motivated by a desire to avoid such
a scenario.

However, as the Chinese-American rivalry began to emerge in the 2010s, the PRC
became less inclined to continue supporting the American-led Sanctions Regime, which
directly contributed to U.S. security. Support for the Regime proved to be a useful poli-
tical bargaining chip, allowing China to gain some leverage over the U.S. In 2017, the
Trump administration appeared to adopt a more flexible stance on trade issues between
the United States and China in response to Beijing's cooperation on the DPRK issue
[Huxley, Schreer, 2017]. In recent years, the significance of the DPRK as a buffer state
between Chinese and U.S. forces in South Korea has increased considerably. In the
context of the geopolitical turbulence that began following the escalation of the Ukraini-
an crisis in February 2022, China appears to be providing tacit support to Russia, which
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has proclaimed itself engaged in a conflict with American neocolonialism and the “col-
lective West.” This has introduced a new ideological dimension to the Sino-U.S. rivalry,
further diminishing Chinese commitment to the Regime.

As tensions within the “strategic triangle” of the U.S., China, and Russia intensify
[Asmolov, Babaev, 2024], significant shifts in the balance of threats are occurring. The
recent signing of the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership Treaty between Russia and
the DPRK will likely be perceived by the U.S. and its partners in Northeast Asia (especi-
ally the ROK) as a strategic threat and a direct challenge to the Sanctions Regime.

Currently, all VWMs addressed in this research are in violation of the principles and
norms of the Regime. The United States has used the Regime as an offensive tool with
the intention of dismantling the North Korean ruling regime, which exceeds the Regi-
me's proclaimed political objectives. In contrast, China and Russia view this intent as
inconsistent with their current self-interests and as a breach of the Regime's norms.
Comparing the current levels of threat perception among the United States, China, and
Russia reveals that only the United States is interested in maintaining the UNSC Sancti-
ons Regime against North Korea. It seems plausible to suggest that this is due to the per-
ceived existential threat posed by the North Korean nuclear program to the United Sta-
tes and its allies. Despite the DPRK's previously demonstrated willingness to prioritize
survival over conflict with the United States, its proclivity for brinkmanship diplomacy
and the destructive potential of its WMD programs on the regional security of U.S. allies
necessitate a response from Washington. Additionally, due to the geopolitical rivalry
between the United States, Russia, and China, the North Korean nuclear arsenal is be-
coming an increasingly influential factor. American scholars view this as a significant
threat to the United States' position in the region, which could undermine Washing-
ton-led world order [Mastro, 2024]. If the three major powers continue with their mutu-
ally augmented deterrence, they may inadvertently contribute to the risk of mutually as-
sured destruction.
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
